BEES THRIVE IN WASHINGTON.

———
Busy Little Iusceis Bring in Goodly
Revenue Each Year,

Charles W. Sager, the Lee king of
centrnl Washington,  has succesded in
making a record In his apinry that will
attraet the attention of ol those Inter-
ested In honey-making, suyvs the Seattle
| Times. At his ranch neir Helma, Sa-
ger his upward of X000000 bees
Speaking of his experience in hee cul-
(ture In this Iocallty recentiy, he had the
following to say:

“When I cmme to this country four
years ago the few peaple hore who had
|bees told me two supers to a colony
woul® be all any would gather, That
year [ lost much bechivse I wns not|
prepared with sopers and the Lees had
no room to store what they could gath-
er, In 1903 I had nineiy colonled In
the spring. During the senson they
produced B0O50 pounds of honey—2 8050
|pounds extrocted honey and 8,600
pounds eomb honey, an avernge of nine-
ty and a half pounds to the colony,
| “The best eolony produced 100
lpnumls‘ The lowest gaihersd fAfty-six
'pmmds. In 1008 they (i somewhat
| better. I began the senson with elghty-
glx colonles, from which 1 took B80S
pounds, or 103 poumds to the colony.
The gathering this yenr will be only
about half a erop. This copdition, how-
ever, seems (o be generil.

“In a good year the lees ean gathor
honey quickly and consequently It I8
very clear, Comb honey usunlly swhole-
stles for 124, cents a pound, and the
extractel] peadonet for 8 1-0 cents, At
this price the colony making 106 pounds
would produce $24.50 worth of honey.

The principal advantage of extract.
Ing the honey Is that it leaves the comb
rendy for the bees to reflll, thus sav-
Ing the time required to build new
combs. Also the frelght on extracted
honey 1s only about half what It Is on
comb honey., Bee authoritles contend
that bees will produee one aud a half-
pounds of extracted honey to one of
comb honey, Alfalfin makes the clear-
eat and very hest honey. Each varlety
of bloom makes a different colored and
filavored honey.

“This country {8 much better thawn
the average for honey because of the
great quantlty of alfalfa ralged, How-
'ever, the ranchers are cutting thelr
grass so soon after the bloom arrives
that the bees do not have the opportun-
ity they could If It were left standing
a few weels longer,

“During the working season the aver-
age life of a working bee I8 forty-two
days. Sixty-three days from the egg to
| the grave, A good queen will lay from
2,000 to 6,000 eggs In a day. 1 like to
have sbout 80,000 bees to the colony.”
