| If desired the sides may be bullt
from the floor solid and straight up,
but we find it better to have a per-
manent bed from floor to top of han-
dles, with removable slde boards ta slip
on for use in handling bulky stuff.

| Heavy materinl, such as bags of fer-
tilizer, large stones, ete,, are easily han-
dled with this type of barrow, as they
may be loaded between the handles di-
rectly from the ground.

‘ Frult Trees and Grass,

Extended experiments recently con-
ducted In England have shown clearly
that frult trees suffer very materially,
and are often kllled outright, when
grass 18 allowed to grow under the tree
and close up to the trunk, Varlous
probable reasons for this effect, such
as the removal of plant food and of
water by the grass, also the supposed
liberation of carbonle acid, which might
frove Injurlous to the roots of the
trees, were respectively demonstrated
to be outside the primary cause of In-
jury, and, finally, after seven years'
work, It was concluded that the Injurl-
oug effect conld only be due to some
polsonous substance formed in the soll
by the roots of the gross.

On the other Mand, 1t 18 a well-known
fact that In many Instances consider-
able difficulty Is expressed In obtalning
a growth of grass under trees. There
I8 distines evidencs that plants prodoce
toxie conditiong in the substanee In
which they grow: as n rule the ex-
eretlons given off by the roots of n cer
tain plant are more foxie to the same
or a nearly related plant than to plants
The effect of
tree-secdlings on the growth of wheat
was tested, and after eliminating, as
t canse of Injury, such factors as re-
moval of plant of food or water by the
tree roots, 1t seemed that the roots of
the latter had some direct effect on the
growth of the wheat, which suffered In
all the experiments, The seedlings were
placed in plant pots, hence the roots of
the tree and those of the wheat plants
were In close contact.

Trees of various kinds were used In
the experiments, and the retarding In-
fluence, althongh noted in every In-
stunce, differsd In degree; cherry was
least nctlve in checking growth, pine
most 80, The econclusion arrived at
was that the effect of trees on wheat
appears to bhe due to the excretion of
substance by the trees toxle to wheat.

| The Peach Crop of 1D08,

The frult erop the pnst year was
{ight, but it brought a very good price,
und the prospects now are that Okla-
homa may have an excellent erop In
1008, says a bulletin Issued by the
State. The drought during the summer
prevented excesslve growth, and the
early fall rains caused the trees to set
a good crop of frult buds, The orchards
that were well cultivated have now
passed into winter quarters In good
pondition, There |8 n great variation
‘n the number of frult buds set on the
Alfferent varleties of peaches, and In
different orchards, but the plums seem
to be uniformly full of fruit buds.

Curing Hams and Shonlders.

As soon a8 possible after the meat 18
cold all through, the hams and shoul-
ders should be cured. They should be
placed on a table ln the cellar, skin
side down. Then for every 100 pounds
of meat make a mixture of four pounds
of the best fine salt, two ounces of pow-
dered saltpeter, and four ounces of
brown sugar. This mixture should be
well rubbed 1nto the hams all over, and
some pushed Into hock end around the
bone. Keep on rubblng until the meat
will take no more; then let them re-
maln on the table for & week, when the
remalnder of the mixture can be rubbed
In. Allow them to lle for mbout two
weeks altogether, and then hang up by
a string placed through the hock, In a
mnnl Aask smal-ahonen

For two or three days keep up a good
smoke from hickory chips, smothered
with smwdust, during the day. Keep In
a cool place, and before spring exam-
Ine to see that no Insects have deposited
eggs.  Dust a little cayenne pepper,
then cover with coarse musliin to fit the
ham exactly and stitch tightly, Glve
a coit of whitewash or chrame yellow,
and hang In a cool, dark, dry place,

For curing in pickle, to one gallon of
water take one and a half pounds of
salt, half a pound of sugar, half an
ounce each of saltpeter and potash. In
this ratio the plekle can be Increased
to enough to cover any amount of pork.
Boll together until all dirt rises to the
top and ls skimmed off. When eold
pour it over the hams or pork, which
may be plekled In this way. The ment
must be well covered by It, and should
not be put down for at least two days
nfter killing, durlng which time It
should be slightly sprinkled with salt-
peter, which removes all the surface
blood, leaving the meat fresh and elean.

A good way to keep hams I8 to pack
In dry ealt In a dry place, not having
any part exposed or touching each
other.

Bar for Drying Clothes.

If your wife wants a clothes bar so
she ecan dry her clothes In the house,
them borrow a %-Inch auger, a plane
and a saw If you have none, (et some
light plne lumber 2 inches wide and 1
Inch thick, cut 8 bars; 4 bars § feet 11
Inches Jong, these are for the lower
ones, The 4 bars for the top are 1
foot 11 Inches long. You can make It
ns wide as you wish and 8 rods are
needed to go crosswise for holding the
bars together and to bhang the clothes
on. Dress the rods to about 1 Inch
square and make them smooth 8o ns to
not tear the clothes. For bars the slze
s glven above the rods need to be of
the following lengths: Four rods 4 feet
long: 2 roils 4 feet 2 Inches Jong; 2
rods 3 feet 10 Inches long, 1 rod 4 feet
