Original.)
There were years of continued revo-

lution la Cuba before the final relin-
quishment of the Island by Spain by
order of the United States. As far
back as fifty years ago filibustering
expeditions went there from Florida,
bat revolution had not gathered suffi-
cient strength for an auxiliary to be of
benefit Now and again a leader would
arise, but after a brief resistance to
Spanish tyranny would succumb. Usu-
ally a price was set upon his head.

It was during the latter part of this
period of Incipient revolution that I
went to Cuba as a sugar planter.
