Pregident E. A. Bryan, ol the Wash-
ington Btate college, haa just received
notice of his appointment as tempomry
president of the Btate Berkshire associ-
ation, which is afiiliated with the
American Berkshire congress, Presi-
dent Bryan's appointment is the begin-
ning of the organization of the Berk-
shire aesociation in the state of Wash-
ington, This asscciation reaches
throngh mnearly all the states of the
union, and in the opinion of President
Bryan, its coming into the state of
Washington marks an important step
in the livestock industry of the North-
west. Disonssing the matter President
Bryan said:

‘'] believe the Berkshire association
I8 one of the most active and successful
livestook associations in the United
Btates, and that its work in the North-
west cannot fail to produce good re-
sultsa. The Berkshire is favored by
many of the moet prominent stock-
raisers In America, among whom I
might mention Nick Gentry, of Be-
dalia. Missouri, who is the greatest
breeder of Berkshire hogs in the coun-
try; Reuken Gentry, ol Kentucky; Mr.
Hood, of ‘Hood's Bareaparilla’ fame;
and George Vanderbilt, of Asheville,
Tennessee. Among the most promi-
nent breeders of Berkshires in the
Northwest are the Ladd estate, of Port-

land, and Mr. Paul Clagstone, of Bpo-
kane, T have rajeod Barkshire hoge
on my Pussy Willow ranch near Puoll-
man for the past ten years, and am
thoronghly convinced of the desirable
qualities of this breed.
