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Connecting of Drain Tiles,
It is difficult to eut large tile with
a view to fitting smnll tile to connect

laterals with main dening, There Is a
great denl of dunger of the tile break-
Ing, amnd one is likely to lose two or
three large tile In attempting to formn
n Junction, and, at the best, the junec-
tlon Is likely to be a poorly formed
one, unless considerable care I8 taken
In covering the openings and cementing
the joint. 1 have, therefore, found it
ndvigable to recommend the use of a
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JUNCTION OF TILES.

connecting box or basin, bullt In the
main draln ot points where laternls
connect.  These basing may be made
of plank or brick or cement, accord-
ing to convenience or fancy., Of what-
ever mnterials, the box should be
from twelve to elghteen Inches square.
according to the size of the main tlle
The best time to bulld the box s when
the main Is laid. Two sides of the
box, namely opposite sides, will  be
used for the mnin line, tle other two
sldes when the box I8 bullt should be
fitted with the first tile of the Interals,
which may Ve hmmediately or at some
subsequent thoe completed, This basiu
or box should extend six to twelve
inches below the line of the draln, and
for commecting the
busin will serve for a slle basin, that
will collect any sediment which
winy bappen to get into the varlous

lines of tile discharging into it.  Also,
the box may be continped to  the

ground surface and be provided there
with a tight cover, or If It 18 not de-
slred to have a box exposed thus and
in the way, It may be covered with
plank nbout fifteen inches below the
ground surface and then covered over
with soll—the positlion of the box be
Ing earefully marked on the drain map
or its distance wensured from
points near at hand. Buoch a basin s
an excellent device to use where two
or tlhiree lnes of dealn unite.

Of whatever material the box Is

nothing to enter the box except what
goes there through the tile

If the maln draln Is to be bullt of
plank, It certalnly would be better to
splke the plank, for two reasons: First,
to prevent displacement, and secondly,

hns been found that the Joluts of the

 box will aford satficlent meuns of In-

gress for the water even If the planks
are spiked, and If they are not splked
there s danger of too great openings
and finnlly flling the box with sedl-
ment.—Exchange, !

Chemienl Fertllizers,

Strong chemical lertillzers
not be given too lavishly
plants.
