Mr. Johnson's homestead is in Till-
amook County, his witnesses, of
course, are all residing in Tilla-
mook county, but the Government
forced Mr. Johnson to come some-
thing like one hundred and
thirty miles to this county
to fight for his rights.
What reason or justice is there in

witnesses this long distance to testi-
fy in his case. Why would it not
have been better to have taken the
case to the landoflice in Portland,
which is closer than Toledo, or to
Tillamook where it belonged, or to
some other county seat closer than
this place?
