He sells dressed chickens and other
farm produce, too, and when his egz
wagon Is golng about the driver takes
orders for other things which are ralsad
an the farm.—Springfield Journal.

Keep the crop free from weeds and
the surface of the soll loese durlng the
whole seagon,

Do not let anything prevent the po-
tato fleld from recelving constant cnre,
Vastly wmore fallures In potato grow-
ing can be truced to neglect of crop
than to lack of knowledge.

Cost of Halsing a Calf,

In an experiment to ascertaln the
cost of ralsing a calf Prof. Shaw of
Michigan station took a dalry ealf and
kept an accurate account of the ex-
pense of feeding for one year from its
birth. ‘The amounts of feeds used In
that time were 481 pounds of whole
milk, 2,608 pounds of skim milk, 1,262

pounds of sllage, 2190 pounds of beet
pulp, 1,254 pounds of hay, 1,247 pounds
of grain, 147 pounds of roots, 14 pounds
of alfalfa menl and 50 pounds of green
corn. The grain ratlon consisted of
three parts each of corn and oats and
one part of bran and ollmenl, At the
end of the year the calf welghed 800
pounds at a cost of $28.55 for feed. The
