In the Calaverns Natlonal Forest
thers are two groves of blg trees. In
the North Grove, In Calaveras County,
there are ten trees each having a
dlameter of 25'feet or over, and more
than seventy having a dlameter rang-
ing between 15 and 25 feet. The tree
callad the “Father of the Forests,”
which now lles on the ground, Is esti-

mated to have had a helght of 450
feet, and a diameter, at the ground,
of more than 40 feet. The bark on
these trees runs from 6 Inches to 2
feet In thickness, Besldes the glant
sequolas, there are hundreds of sugar
ploes and yellow plnes from 8 to 10
feet In dlameter, and ranging to 275
feet In height.

ARNOLD'S TREASON EXPECTED.

Revolutionary Letter Lately Sold
Telln of His Tory Friendahip,

An Interesting historical letter, re-
lating to Benedict Arnold's treason,
Gen, Gates' dlsastrous campalgn In
the Southern States and the appoint
ment of Gen, Nathanae] Greene to sue-
seed him thers, fetched §66 at Free-
man's in Philadelphla a few days ago,
the New York Tlmes says. The letter
was written to Greene from Philadel-
phia, Oct. 6, 1780, by Charles Petit,
& member of the continental congress,
who also was assistant to Greene
while the latter was quartermaster
general. In regards to the West Point
treason Petit wrote:

“l canmot say that Gen. Arnold's
treason, so far as respects his turf-
Ing tory and deserting the Amerlcan
cause, was any great surprise to me,
The constant and uniform tenor of his
conduct in this eity looked strongly
that way, and the court he paid to
the torles was too plain and evident
and too universal to arlse from any
other motlve than the laylng of a
foundation for jolnlng them at some
day or other, but the magnitude of
his treason and the extent of his
plan, 1 must confess, startle and
amaze me: 1 could searcely have
concelved that the pride of an ambi-
tious man and that sensge of honor, or
at least the pretenslon to It, which
every man of station thinks himself
bound to wear the appearance of,
whether he really feels It or not,
would have prevented a man of his
sltuation to rush at once Into a vil-
lalnty so atroclous and degrading to
human nature. But he seems to have
been determined not to be a lttle vil-
laln, Nothing short of the highest
rate could satisfy him, and In this he
has shown his courage, though his
plan has falled. I shall at present
add only one reflectlon upon this af-
falr, and that Is that I conslder it
as a publle benefit not only that the
plot has been #o seasonably discover-
ed, but that the attempt has been
md&."

In writing about Gen. Gates' South-
ern campalgn Petlt gays: “The
Bouthern gentlemen particularly seem.
ed desirous that Gen. Greene should
be appointed. The Southern people
are strongly prejudiced against a Cale-
donlan (Gen. Bt. Clair), having an
ugly pest of them In their own bow-
ela In North Carolina”
