atories. Not only are the papers han.

|gra;-h and telephone facilitios are fre-
quently limited. Thin state of affairs
often prevents the correspondent from
gotting a good story to his paper, al-
{ though he may have all the faets in his
| possespion. All of these circumstances
{are knownm, however, and recoguized
| by the managing editors and “‘go’’ as
| excuses for what seemed negligence at
l the time,
| The ecountry correspondent is not
supposed to sleep. Technically he is
|always with his ear to the telephone
taking orders by ‘‘long-distance’’ or
olse waiting for the messenger boy
with his yellow envelope and sigoa-
ture book, 1In his book of instructions
the correspondent is given emphatic
orders to be in touch with the tele
phone or telegraph at all hours of the
day and night, so that he can be given
[an assignment with us little delay, al-
| most, as a staff man in the home of-
| fice, Not only must he be on the alert
ufter events that will read well in the
columns of the eity papers, but also

must he be prepured to respond
immediately to an order to secure
an interview with some ‘‘loading

eitizen’* or investigate some report
which may have reached the managing
editor. He may be required to hire an
automobile and race ‘eross country in
| pursuit of some clew or he may be re-
| quired to secure photographs of per-
sons who may feature among ‘‘the
| killed’’ or be the principals in some
crime or seandal, There is no time
given him to ask for explanations, in-
| structions, or just what he is supposed
to get. There is no time for question-
ing concerting possible expense, loss
of sleep or meals. The live correspond-
ent, however, never thinks of these
Ilhiug.m He promptly forgets his fam-
ily and his body and obeys orders like
the faithful servant he is. That he
must get what he is told te, and that
delay will not be tolernted, is the one
principle under whieh the correspond-
ont works, Due consideration of espe-
cinlly trying eircumstances or obsta-
cles is made by the man at the ecity
desk, it is tros, but the eircumstances
must be very trying and the obstacles
almost unsurmonutable, The ecountry
correspondent does not expeet quarter,
neither does he give it. The story his
paper wants is the one that his paper
gets, no matter whom it may concern
or what interpsts may be involved.
First and foremost, the eorrespond
eut must be relinble. Exaggeration,
faluification or, worst of all, purs
oaking'' will not be tolerated, and
the guilty correspondent is **fired "
innedintely his faults are found out,
There is always some seader or sub
sitriber of the eity papers who sends ay
indignant letter eoxposing the corre-
spondent and his questionable story. A
sharp reprimsnd usunlly comes bofore
dismissal, Tt hehooves the correspond-
ent, therefore, to obey his instructions
to the letter. Far better it is for him
to let his paper got *“scopped’’ than to
wire a libelous article or a story that
may eall for n retraction in the next
insue.  Next to relinbility comes alert-
ness.  The eorrespondent must have a
"“never-nsleep babit.’”’ To be succoss
| ful he must be in toueh with overyone
| in bis county who is situnted at a foun-
tnin head of news. He must have on
| his staff the police, the sheriff’s of-
fice, telephone and telegraph operators

—in faet, any and everybody who may
possibly hear of a good mows em.
Thus it will be seon that the corre
spondent must be a diplomat and
‘‘stand in'’ with all sorts of people.
He must be n person of considerable
magnetism to keep his hold on his corps
of volunteer assistants, for he ecannot
afford to pay them for their trouble in
his behalf. The correspondent with the
most friends is the one to whom the
mansging editor many miles away must
often write letters of commendation,
The managing editor doea not kunow
how his correspondent gets his stories.
Ha doesn’t care. He knows that the
paper is being well served, and that's
enough to kmow,

The correspondent’s work is gov-
erned by a code of rules to which he
is supposed to ndhere strietly. When
a story develops he is required to"
‘‘query’? or ‘“scheduls’’ his paper, giv-
ing briefly the nature of the news and
the number of words in his jodgment
necessary to tell it properly., For in

stance, he will prepare a messago
something like this:
"“Collision on G. & N.; 10 killed, 25
injured; 500, SMITH."’
| If he has a Jess important story his
““query’’ will read like this:
| '“John Jones, prominent farmer,
| commits suieide while insane; 100,
Y BMITH,"’
The editor who handles the message
will order the story at once, providing
he wants it. If he orders it he will

fend a message something like this:
““Rush suicide,’’ or ‘‘Send wreck
story.'' He muy enlarge or cut down

the number of words suggested by the
correspondent, He may order only 200
words on the wreek, or he may ask for
| 1000. Editors gauge the orders some-
times npon their personnl view of the
buman interest attached to the story,
the poliey of their paper and the pres-
sure of space. All these things must
be considered in handling the hun-
dreds of queries that pour into the of-
fice of the metropolitan paper day
after day. It takes genins to pick the
wheat from the chaff, to seeure every-
thing of interest and importance and
still avold printing libelous matter and
spending money for worthless mes.
