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"One thousand shingles laid four 
inches to the weather, will cover 100 
square feet of surface, and five pounds 
•of shingle nails will fasten them.

One-fifth more sidiDg and flooring is 
needed,than the number of square feet 
•of snrface to be covered, because of the 
lap in the siding and matching of the 
(floor.

Ode thousand laths will cover seven- 
*ty yards of snrface, and eleven pounds 
of lath-nails will nail them on.

Eight bushels of good lime, sixteen 
"bushels of sand and one bushel of hair 
'will make enough mortar to plaster 100 
square yards.

A cord of stones, throe bushels of 
lime and a cubic yard of sand, will lay 
100 cubic feet of wall.

Five ooursea of brick will lay one 
foot in height on a chimney. Nine 
bricks in a course will make a flue 
eight inches wide and twenty inches 
long, and eight bricks in a course, will 
make a flue eight inches wide and six­
teen inches long.

A box twenty-eight inches by sixteen 
ruches square, nud twenty eight inches 
deep, will contain a barrel.

A box twenty-eight inches by fifteen 
and one-fifth inches square, and eight 
inches deep, will contain a bushel.

A box twelve inches by eleven, and 
one-half inches square, and nine inches 
deep, will contain a half-bushel.

A box eight inches by eight inches 
square, and eight inches deep, contains 
atpeck.
