ILetter In Yreka Journal.I

Cairo, Lower Egj"pt, Feb. 29,1888. , 
Dear Friend Nixon:—Being in a ’ 

quarter of the globe seldom vifflted by ' 
people from our part, I thought you 1 
would like to hear a little about this ‘ 
•trnnge country, and its etill stranger 1 
inhabitants.

In climate, it is perpetual spring, ' 
the sun never hidee hie face, and not a 
drop of rain falls. Lack of rain here, ' 
however, does not mean failure of 
crops, for when the Nile risee every 1 
year, the banks are cut. the water al­
lowed to spread over all the land un­
til it is thoroughly soaked, then the 
overflow iB stopped aud the farmer be- ' 
gins his sowing. This plan is all the 
more easy, as the country oounists of h 1 
narrow strip of land on each side of ' 
the nver; the vidley being from 10 to 
50 miles wide, and containing about 
5,000,000 acres of cultivable laud. Be­
yond this on each side, is the barren 
sandy deeert, and is one of the curious 
features of Egyptian scenery to con­
stantly find in contrast the rich green 
of the land next the river, and the 
golden sand of the desert waste.

The country is very rich, but the ' 
people extremely poor. In fact, if 1 
they did not raise two crops a year j 
they could not live, as it takes one crop 
to pay the taxes, and the other to feed ’ 
the family and the donkey, whiah, like 
the pig in Ireland, is here the bread 
winner of the family.

The houses of the poor people are 
simply enclosures surrounded by mud 
walls seven feet high. Sometimes this 1 
is roofed over with sugar-cane straw, 1 
but more often only one corner is 1 
nxifed, as a sleeping apartment for the ' 
grown up folks, the children, goats, 
donkey and buffalo sharing the ground 
like a happy family. Their houses ' 
contain no furniture, they sleep on a 1 
mat on the ground, and need no bed- ! 
ding, as the same clothes do duty by 
daj and night. They never use fire for 
anything but cooking their one warm 1 
meal a day. The fire is made on a flat 
stone, the fuel being dried manure 
which is gathered by the girls of the 
family. Their meal consists of a stew 
of black bread with onions or garlic. 
It is cooked and eaten from the same 
dish, the family squatting around it on 
the ground and eating by the fistfuls.

As for clothing, in the cities they go 
pretty well covered, always dressing in 
dark blue cotton, but further up the 
river, where the climate is warmer, the 
men wear only a rag about the loins, 
while the boys dispense with even 
that. If jxissible, the youngster at­
tires himself in a string of lieads, but 
if he can’t get that, he goes an naturel. 
You can easily see that the exjiense of 
living in this style is not very great. 
They know nothing of newspapers, and 
could not read them if they did.

The most flourishing industry of the 
country is sugar making, but it is all 
in the hands of the government. The 
pay for laborers in the sugar factories 
is 5 cents per day. But I suppose 
they are glad to get that, for when a 
canal is to be dug, or road or dyke 
built, the government simply impresses 
so many men—or women—for the 
work, pays them nothing and “find 
themselves.” It is high time that some 
other Power had a huLd iu the country 
for the sake of the people.

Although there are theso scenes of 
poverty and misery, we see plenty of 
wealth and gaiety too. A drive along 
one of the fashionable avenues pre­
sents ns varied contrasts as we find in 
the Arabian Nights. Carriages filled 
with white veiled ladies, roll along, 
preceded by hare-legged runners in 
white petticoat aud gold embroidered 
vest, who wave their wands and shout 
to clear the way. Then, perhaps, a 
slow, dignified camel laden with grass, 
his master perched on[top of the load, 
munching a piece of sugar eane. Then 
comes a rich old Turk with spotless 
turlMiu, flowing gown and red, pointed 
slippers, seated on his carefully shaved 
donkey. In the middle of all this, are 
orange peddlers, water carriers, who 
carry water in pig ekiDa on their backs, 
donkey boys looking for hire, mer­
chants sitting cross-legged smoking at 
the front of their cubby-hole of ashop, 
contendedly waiting until Allah sends 
them a customer. In the middle of the 
street little girls gathering manure in 
their hands, to be dried for fuel. When 
we add to the scene the blue sky and 
stately palm trees, in the distance the 
amethyst tinted hills, and by the river 
side women carrying on their beads 
jars of water, or a basket in which lies 
a naked baby, we have a picture ot 
wonderful beauty and variety.

If you look at this country from a 
picturesque standpoint, it is thorough­
ly enjoyable; but if you want comfort, 
business promptness or any other char­
acteristic of the ninetieth century in 
California, you may just stand and 
tear your hair. If you go to buy any­
thing and find the merchant at his 
prayers, you must just wait until be 
gets through. If not at prayers, he is 
smoking and sipping coffee, aud will 
probably invite you to share his enjoy­
ment before proceeding to business. 
If you ask an attendant in the hotel 
to bring some hot water, he will prob­
ably ask if you want it to-morrow, and 
when I tried to buy a Koran, that is a 
Mohamedan bible, they refused to sell 
me a copy as an nnlieliever. Compare 
that with business in the far west!

All this, of course, refers to the pres­
ent Arab population of the country, 
for of the original Egyptians there are 
few, and they are the most ignorant 
and oppressed of all. It is curious to 
oontrast the mighty ruins one finds 
here with the descendants of the men 
who built them. The down-trodden 
Fsllabeeu peasant plows under the 
shadows of the great pyramids, with­
out knowing or caring who built 
them, or what for. In the ruins of the 
temples, they build their mud huts, 
and gaze daily on the fine hieroglyphics 
without knowing how they came there, 
or if there is any reason in their being. 
But in spite of the degeneracy of the 
present race, there is abundant proof 
of the ability of their fathers, iu the 
traces they have left behind. I meas- 

' ured the stones on the roof of one of 
the temples; stretching from column 
to column, one w;is t wenty-seven feet 

i long aud six feet thick, and this on the 
roof of a great building where there is 
no proof of how it had been carried 

1 there.
All the works which remain of the 

ancient Egyptians are on the same 
scale, and then to compare them with 
the miserable mud hovels of their de­
scendants—it is too much.

Well, here comes mr donkey boy, 
with my donkey all ready for a canter 
out to the pyramids, so I mi»t close.

Sunday Mercury.
It has been authoritatively stated 

that the fish commission have iu con­
templation the establishment of at 
least oue more fish hatchery on some 
tributary of the (Columbia river. Some 
of the streams flowing iu from west of 
the Cascade mountains in Washington 
territory have been examined aud fouml 
to be unfit for the puriiose on account 
of the warm temperature of the water. 
Spokane river, in the neighborhixxl of 
the falls, is now being prospected aud 
it is presumed that a suitable location 
will l>e found. The importance of sal­
mon propagation cannot be over-esti­
mated, aud t he state should make lib­
eral appropriations for the establish­
ment of hatcheries, not only on 
streams flowing into the Columbia but 
on the tributaries of Rogue river, the 
Umpqua, the Coquille and others 
which the fish ascend in numbers to 
warrant the construction of fislieri««. 
Mr. Livingstone Stone, United States 
Fish Commissioner, proposes to lease 
the Clackamas hatcheries and thus re­
lieve the state from all further ex[>ense 
therewith. This leaves the legislature 
free to act in behalf of the interests of 
any and all parts of the state. The 
government has decided to restrain all 
persons from establishing canneries on 
the Klamath, holding that it would 
seriously interfere with the rights of 
the Indians on Klamath reservation, 
which is probably a correct as well as 
a humane view to take of the matter. 
But Ixjtli branches of the Umjxpia. 
which find their source in the icy 
gorges of the Cascade range, are ad­
mirably adapted to the purpose of sal­
mon culture, a fact which will fully lx? 
established when they are examined by 
those experienced in the business. 
Rogue river is not surpassed by any 
stream on the coast for the sure and 
safe hatching of salmon and the pas­
sage of the young fish to salt water. 
That stream, before it enters the valley 
is lutersjierHed with alternate shoals 
and cascades. The water is pure aud 
very cold the year round. Salmon 
ascend as far up as the falls, which are 
about thirty miles from the open val­
ley, every season in great numbers. 
Every creek affording water sufficient 
for a salmon to navigate, flowing into 
the river, is alive with fish both spring 
and fall. There is no reason why can­
neries should not lie establisluxl and 
made profitable, Ixith on the Utnp<pia 
and Rogue rivers, and the people of 
those districts of the state should not 
fail to take this matter under consider­
ation. Members, elected to the legis­
lature from Southern Oregon, will 
fail to do their whole duty, if they do 
not demand a share of the aid which 
the state is certain to grant, in the 
near future, to assist their nearest con­
stituents to keep their streams sup­
plied with an abundance of the finest 
fish that inhabit any of the waters of 
the world.

Curiosities uf Magnetism.
Most well-informed jteople are doubt­

less aware that the globe on which they 
live is a great ball of magnetism, but 
comparatively few have an adequate 
idea of the influence this property is 
continually exerting on all sides, that 
many common but inexplicable phe­
nomena can be traced directly to this 
source. Statistics go to show that in 
the matter of steel rails, as many as 
thirteen will become crystalized' and 
break where they go to make up a 
railroad track running east and west, 
before one of those on the north and 
south track is similarly affected. Thia 
is entirely due to the magnetism gen­
erated by friction, aud the fact that 
the polarity of the magnetic current 
is in the former instance resistsd in 
the headlong rush of the train, where­
as in the latter case it is undisturbed. 
Another strange effect of this peculiar 
and occult force is that exerted ou the 
watches of train men. A time-piece 
carried by the couducter running a 
train tweuty miles au hour, however 
accurate it may lie will, if the sjieed of 
the train is increased to, say, fiftv 
miles, liecome useless until regulated. 
The magnetism generated by the 
flight of a train may l»e said to lx» in 
proportion to the speed with which it 
is propelled, and the delicate parts of 
a watch, numbering all the way from 
four hundred to 1009 pieces, aud j»e- 
culiarly susceptible of this influence 
by reason of the hammering and 
ishing they have recieved, are not 
to feel tl»e effect.

A Monster of a Locomotive.
Pittsburg Dispatch.

The largest passenger engine 
constructed is now being built in the
Schenectady Locomotive Works forthe 
Michigan Central Railroad, and is cal­
culated for express and passenger pur­
poses. It is almost complete and will 
je sent out in a few days. It is a 10- 
wbeel engine, having three pairs of 
coupled driving wheels ami a 4-wheeled 
truck. The drivers are 68 inches in 
diameter. The cylinders are 19 inches 
in diameter, with 24-inch stroke. The 
boiler, which is of Otis steel, is 58 
inches in diameter, and has 127 2-inch 
semi-steel flues. The fire-box is 8 feet 
long by 427« inches wide, and. like 
many recently built, is placed above 
the frames, which gives increased 
width. The tank is carried on two 
four-wheel channel trucks. The capa­
city of the tank is 38,000 gallons, and 
the tender has a capacity of eight tons 
of coal.

Marble, limestones and the related 

rocks are found to a large extent in 
Oregon. There are two localities 
where work is being done in quarrying, 
namely, at lhx*k Point, Jackson coun­
ty, and near Huntington, Baker coun­
ty. The limestones of Jackson and 
Josephine occur in lenticular masses 
frequently of great extent, inter-strat­
ified with schistose rocks, and resemble 
gneiss iu color and texture. They are 
firm, are capable of supporting lieavy 
loads, and a use is found for them in 
the so-called dimensional blocks used 
for ornamental house» building. It is 
a variegated ami really pretty stone, 
aud no doubt will come into exeusive 
use in time. Varieties occur which are 
nearly black in color and even the 
clearest white marbles are found. The 
prevailing variety, however, is the grey 
mottled, which may lie seen at the 
East Portland lime kilns, where it is 
being largely calcined for lime, of 
which it produces an excellent article. 
The Portland Lime and Cement Com­
pany, owning The kilns and controlling 
the quarries at Rock Point, have built 
up a large business and established 
their product as a first-class article iu 
the very limited time since their oper- 
ations began. They ship their rock in 
open cars by the O. .<• C. railroad from 
the quarries to th« kilns, a distance of 
381) miles, the expense beiug dimin­
ished by au ingenious mode of hand­
ling, the use of a self-acting tramway, 
bringing the material from the ledge 
to the railway switch, a fraction of a 
mile distant, and dumping it upon the 
cars. The location, of course, is very 
favorable to cheap production.

There may be and probably are 

purer limestones than tins iu Southern 
Oregon, but they lack the accessibility, 
which is the distinguishing feature of 
the Rock Point deposits. On V^illiams 
creek, an affluent of the Applegate, 
well up iu the Siskiyous, the lime­
stones, of a very pure quality—so 
pure, in fact, as to lie white marble— 
alxiund in vast strata. It iB within 
these formations that the celebrated 
caves are found; great labyrinths 
wrought out of the solid rock by the 
the ceaseless flow of water containing 
carbonic acid, which is a solvent of 
the limestone.

In the opinion of the writer the 
southern part of Josephine county 
contains enough limestone aud marble 
of a good grade to supply any probable 
demand for centuries to come. The 
white marbles of that region are 
worthy of comparison with those of 
Carrara, and the commoner kinds, of 
texture suitable for building stones, 
are extremely abundant. Throughout 
the Rogue River valley, wherever meta­
morphic rocks exist, limestones suit­
able for making line may be found. 
Many small quarries to meet local de­
mands have at times been opened. 
The Southern Oregon deposits belong 
entirely, so far as known, to the class 
of lenticular inter-rtratified lieds, and 
are commonly held by geologists to be 
of carboniferous or greater age.

The Oregonian contains the follow­
ing in regard to the suit commenced 
against the Greeulierry Smith estate 
Benton county, and as it may be of in­
terest to our readers we give it space 
in our columns:

“Suit in equity has been commenced 
in the U. S. circuit court by Charles T. 
Smith and some thirty-two others, res­
idents of Indiana, Minnesota. Califor­
nia and Oregon, against Mary Ann 
Smith, John Smith and Alexander 
Smith, the widow and sons of the late 
Greenberry Smith, of Benton county. 
Greenberry Smith, who died something 
over a year since, was a well-known 
early pioneer of Benton county, who 
settled there about 1847, and who at 
the time of his death was possessed of 
some 20,000 acres of land in that sec­
tion valued at about half a million dol­
lars. He accumulated this property 
principally by loaning money on mort­
gages.

Complainants allege that in 1850 
Alexander Smith, a brother of Green­
berry .desi in the Sandwich islands, pne- 
sessed of Sfib.000 it coin, balioin 
and gold dust, ami eal estate sit­
uated in California, the value of which 
they are not able to ascertain, which 
Greeulierry sold aud took |s>ssessionof 
the proceeds and continued to use and 
keep the same till his death. It is 
charged that he caused oouveyanoes 
aud re-conveyances of this property to 
lie made to give purchasers a color of 
title.

Surviving Alexander Smith, were his 
father John Smith, his mother, Mary 
Smith, and besides Greenberry, two 
other brothers and three sisters of the 
said Alexander, to whom all the real 
aud personal estate descended as his 
sole heirs at law. In 1850 it is claimed 
that Greenberry Smith received said 
moneys and property of his deceased 
brother Alexander, and for some time 
thereafter the rest of the family were 
not aware of his death.

The complaint goes on to show that 
complainants are the lawful heirs of 
Alexander Smith, being the descend­
ants of his surviving brothers and sis­
ters. They claim that the property 
amassed by Greeulierry Smith accrued 
from the use of the money he secured 
from the estate of Alexander Smith 
and therefore that they are entitled to 
share it with the heirs of Greenberry 
Smith.

Just how much truth is contained in 
the allegations of these complainants 
remains to be seen. A gentleman who 
knew Greeulierry Smith away back 
early in the '50s says that he lived very 
penuriously and did not follow any 
vocation, or, as he expressed it, “never 
did anything.” He ot course had his 
donation claim aud he kept some stock, 
aud later had stock in Eastern Oregon, 
but whether he made the money he 
loaned by stock or received it from hu 
brother's estate remains to be proven 
Messrs. George H. Williams and C. E. 
Stroud are attorneys for complainants. 
The necessary papers have lieen served 
on Mrs. Smith aud her sons, defend­
ants, by Deputy U. S. Marshall Waite, 
who returned from Benton county yes 
terday.”

An Improvement in Tin Fruit Cans.

internal pressure can remove the lid. 
Water boilded iu a tin thus closed hi- 
failed to open it off, although tic 
steam pressure has burst the can itself. 
A penny piece, however, used as a 
lever by being placed under a rim 
formed around the top of the cover, 
with the shoulder of the can as a ful­
crum, raises the lid with a remarkably 
small expenditure of (owsr? The pm. 
ciple involved in the device is that of 
the wedge aud lever. The neck of the 
tin on which the lid fits is formed at 
very slight angle from the vertical, ai 
the rim of the lid is made with a cor­
responding angle, no solder being us. i 
to form the joint. By means of this 
arrangement, therefore, the o|x»mng of 
the can is rendered a remarkably clean, 
quick and simple ojieration, contra» t- 
ing greatly with the inconvenient 
method of opening now iu vogue.
