In walking along and edging away
from the track, he stepped nto a hy-
drant hole, which bad jnst been nn-
covered, and pitched forward toward
the track jnst for enongh to be struck
by the corner of the flying car. He
was struck dJdown insensible, luckily
fulling away from the track, and whan

icked up was found to be badly hart.

)r. Newman was snmmonéd, and gave
the necssary surgical attention, assist-
ol by Dr. Helm. His right ear was
almost seversd from the head; there
were two bad ents on the forehead, and
the temporal boue was splintersd so
that several pieces were taken from the
wound: the chest and rnght side were
terribly braised. There was no brain
injury, and he was reported yesterday
as Jdomg well, with every prospect of a
speady recovery.

On Sunday evening last George W,
Stephenson, proprietor of the Ashland
Livery Stables met with an accudent
which will disable him for a long time
and possibly leave permanent injury.

Mr. Stephenson
was bronght home at ovee and an_ ex-
amination by the surgeous, Drs. New-
wan and Parson, disclosed three fract-
nres, one of the large bone about half
way between the ankle and knee, and
two of the smaller, outer bone, close
to the ankle. The fractures were re-
dueed, and the patient 18 doing as well
as conld be expected, bat he may have
a long siege of nursing, and the hmb
may be shortened when 1t beals. The
horses were caught after running some
distance, and had not hurt themselves,
but damaged the back somewhat.
