The N»*w York llerabl of Anif. 
has an interview with M H. 
Yeung, of the San Farnruwo Chronicle. 
who was U. S- OoaimineioDer to th»» 
Paris exhibition. Mr. DeYoung Raid: 
“The exposition is the greuteet kind of 
a bucobbb, twit it has iieen managed 
wonderfully in the interest of the 
French. The directors have crumpetl 
every other nation to the utmost, 
while tbo spare has been ample for 
French exhibitors. The result is that 
as yon see French exhibits everywhere, 
yon open your ey*N* and exclaim: 
•What a wonderful nation the Freuch 
are?*

“The directors forced every nation 
to pay for fiuonng and decorating its 
space, and they now have a shrewd 
scheme on foot to oolar the majority 
of the premiums. Almost nil the 
judges are French. 1 lie United States 
CommiBsioner wi s iuform«»d that he 
might send in forty names which would 
be aaaign<»<i to such classes us the 
French directors saw fit. Forty ont 
of 1500 judges’ They offered me a 
place among these new ‘immortals/ 
but I declined. I preferred to remain 
free to criticise ax I saw tit, and I did 
not care to go into a thing in which I 
saw beforehand the conclusion was ar­
ranged.

“The United States cut a small 
figure alongside of other American 
countries. We have no building 
erected on the ground, as has Mexico, 
the Argentine Republic au»l other 
South American conntriea. There are 
beautiful buildings erected Iff Bolivui, 
Eqnador, San Salva«lor, and ev« u the 
little Hawaiian kingdom is re[ - reset. t»-U 
with a structure of its owu. Our ex­
hibit is not on a pur with those of 
■eooud and third rate countries.

“We ought.in Ls92. to be able to 
outstrip this just as this has outstrip­
ped all former exhibitions, for the 
world is slowly waking up to a reali­
sation of what these international 
fairs amount to.

“There is but one place in the Uni­
ted States for the great fair in 1N92. 
and that place is in New York. Be­
fore I went at.road I thought Wash­
ington would bean ideal lo»*ality, bni 
since I have studied the question with 
the great exposition lx*fore me, I have 
seen reasons to change my mind. To 
make an exposition a success yon 
must have it at tbo largest city you 
can find. It needs a ¡»ermnnent popu­
lation of from l,(XM),Otii> to io
furnish the steady stream of sight­
seers which makes the receipts sw» l> 
up to satisfactory figures. Not only 
has New York the population nettes- 
sary, but it has the railroads, steam­
ship companies and machinery, so to 
speak, which are required for such a 
fair.

“The fair in 1H92 will want at ka»-t 
2ikM) acres of ground. The ground* at 
the Paris Expositions are circum­
scribed beyond all reason. The fair 
would be very popular on the Pacific 
coast, as won ns it in recognized by 
Congress fur that is the first step. 
Then the Governors of the state 
should be communicated with. Every 
state should make an api»roprmtk.D 
afid have its commissioners appointed 
early in the fight. Thou the exhibi­
tors will be notified in time, and may 
be worked up to doing what they 
should. As far as California is con­
cerned, you may l»e sore she will not 
lie left in the race. I think nil th»* 
paper« on the coast will support N» w 
York's claim to the fair as being the 
beat place to hold it. We must do 
lietter work here than we have done 
iu Paris, for of all mismanaged things 
the United Statics exhibit is 
worst**.
