3 
gives tLe following: The Portland 
train which arrived here this morn­
ing was in charge of a queer conduc­
tor. He boarded the tram at Port- 

' laud, and until the tram reachwi thi? 
place hi« sway was suprt'ine and un 
disputed. He bail a long navy re- 
volv» r eock«*d ready for action in oue 
hand and a long l>owie knife in tbe 
other. A» the train left tbe depot at 
Portland he said to Conductor Diiuu 
“I am not here fur a cure, but as a 
preventative.” When asked for an ex­
planation of this strauge statement he 

: »aid: “I don’t believe in this double­
doctor biitoinestC’ and then commenced 
along ha ran gue in which ph^Hiciana 
and lUbMUe Hsvitima figured.

it tbeu become evident that the 
man was crazy and unvht shoot on 
the least provocation. It was there­
fore thought best to humor him, and. 
having thing« his own way, he exhib­
ited no ¡larticularly dangerous freaks 
until some distance from Portland, 
when be becnnie imbued with the 
hallucination that he was in charge 
of tbe tram and that vigilance w«a 
neoctuary for the e^sly of the pat- 
sengvrs.

Tbe t*x|>eneDce of one brakeman. 
George A. Wensley, will never l>e for- 
tuneu by Lim to his dying hour. To 
him tbe maniac seemed to have taken 
an especial dielik»*, ami he paraded 
Inin through the cars ot the point of 
his pistol. Wensley wore a pin which 
the insane man said was the symbol 
of a tkM-rot order, which seemed to add 
to his distrust. He would say. “You . 
are guilty.” |H»intmg the pistol at the 
brakeman’s heart and threatening in­
stant death if he stirred an mob, and 
on two occasions took bis photograph 
with a camera which he earned, for 
what purpose his crazy brain alone 
was aware.

At Umatilla the conductor tele­
graphed to Pendleton the m ws that a 
crazy nun, armed with a pistol and 
bowie knife, had taken tbe train, and 
asked for officers to be 011 hand ami 
arrest him. When the tram stopped 
Sheriff Houser and Constable Taylor 
met it. The maniac was seen on the 
platform with his pistol pointed at 
Brakeman Wensley.

Taylor advanced cautiously, Houser 
and the others following, and caught 
the man by the arm. At this signal 
he was seiz»*d and overpowered but 
not before he had pnlled the trigger 
of the pistol. The hammer descended 
on a hand which grablsni the wea|K>u, 
which was thus prevented from ex­
ploding. He was then handcuffed, 
jailed and searched, resulting in the 
discovery of a pock»‘t pistol, lasides 
tbe revolver and bowie knife, on his 
person.

He tiecame quiet enough after be 
was unarmed and talked rationally 
while lierng searched. Little is known 
about him. He is udl and handsome, 
with splendid physique, dark eyes, 
dark mustache and pale complexion. 
He was strikingly dn^esed, wearing 
long-topped yellow boots, a pistol lieit. 
dark coat and a rakish-lookmg hat.

He claimed to b»‘ from Yakima and 
had a first-class ticket from Portland 
to New York. That he is not an es­
caped lunatic is evident, and he do»* 
not appear to l»e suffenug from th». 
eff<*cts of excessive drink. If any one 
has lost a maniac of his discriptiou 
let him apply to Pendleton and 1 e 
will la* ch^rfully returned. He gives 
his name as James M«*Keen Arnold 
and says he has gone into the cow­
boy business.

Economical steam Motor.
A minimum of operating expenses 

will la- the chief desideratum in «in­
structing the Portland and Oregon 
City motor line. The following des­
cription of a new steam motor that has 
appeared in Chicago is therefore pi*r- 
tiuent: “The motor consists of an 
eight-foot Hat car. a vertical Ixnler on 
one end, an engine that looks like a 
churn, with the handle sticking out 
and turning a gear wheel which 
meshes with a cog on the car wheel 
axle. There is no noise, the engine re­
verses in a fraction of u second, anil 
quickly attained a sp<a*d of 12 miles 
per hour on level track. It made a 
halt mile run up a heavy grade in ihre< 
minutes. This engine is something 
entirely new in mechanics, the patent 
office recording that there is nothing 
like it on record. It is an economical 
user of steam, is noiseless, takes no 
room, has no parts visible, and but few 
inside, is very cheap and very jmwer- 
ful. Oue the size i.f an ordinary 
butter churn would develop 15 or 20 
horse power with 60 pounds steam. It 
can la- steamed from oil fuel, and can 
lie carried on a passenger car or in a 
motorcar. Oregon Oily Courier.

Heferring to the Chinese question, hr I 
says: “While our supreme interests i 
demand the exclusion of a laboring 
element which »«xpmence has showi.

all steps to compass the imperative 
need should lie accompanied with u < 
recognition of the claims of those ■ 
strangers now lawfully amoug us to 
humane and just treatment.” <

He next says that the present stat» ; 
of affairs in respect to the Somoan i 
island» is encouraging. Referring to j 
the Berlin congress on the subject, he < 
says it resulted in th»* conclusion of a 
treaty which will lie submitted to tbe 1 
senate for its approval, aud expresses i 
tbe hope that it will result in the per­
manent establishment of order in < 
Samoa upon the basis of the mainten­
ance of the rights aud intercysts of the 
nations. I

The questions which have urisen 1 
during the last few years between I 
Great Britain and the United States 
are in abeyance or in course of adjust­
ment. Tbe matters in dispute with 
Canada he states will not be long de­
ferred in settlement, which will be ef­
fected by existing treaties and con- 1 
current legislation of both countries, 
lie re<*ommeuds the enlargement of 
the list of extraditable offeUHws be­
tween this country aud Great Bntian.

He writes encouragingly of the Nic­
aragua canal project, and promises 
government aid to provide in every 
proper way for the adjustment of ail 
questions that might present obstacles 
to its completion.

Of Brazilian affairs, he says tbe 
recent revolution in Brazil in favor of 
a republic is an event of great interest 
of the Uuitetl States. Onr minister at 
Rio de Jan» rio was at once instructed 
to maiutain friendly diplomatic rela­
tions with the provisional government, 
aud our minister has la*en further in­
structed to extend on the part of this 1 
government a formal and cordial r»*- 
coguitiou of tbe republic.

Referring to the report of the score 
tary of the treasury he states that, the 
aggregate receipts of th« government 
for tbe year wore $187.<M10jMk), and the 
total expenditures S32‘J,58th<KMl Re­
ferring to the surplus in the treasury, 
be sajsr “This matter should have 1 
the immediate attention ot congress, ¡ 
with a view to reducing the receipts oi 
tbe treasury to the needs ot the govern­
ment ns closely as ¡Mwible.” He ad­
vocates the further purchase of istmia 
to reduce the surplus ami adds: “The 

• loaning of public funds to banks with­
out inter»*st upon the security of gov 
eminent bonds 1 regard ;is unauthor­
ized an<i a dangerous experiment.” 
Further on he says; “No further use 
should be made of this method of get­
ting the surplus into circulation ami 
tbe deposits now outstanding should 
i>e gradually withdrawn.”

On tbe tariff he says: “I recom­
mend a revision of the tariff law. both 
in its administrative features and 
sch»*diile6. Inequalities of tbe law 
should lie adjusted, but the protective 
principle should be maintained.’' He 
favors a removal ot the internal tax on 
tobacco and on spirits used in tbe arts 
ami manufactures.

On the silver question tbe president 
says: “Tbe evil anticipation» which 
have accompanied the coinage ami 
use of the silver dollar have not l**en 
realized.” He does not, however, fa­
vor the increased coinage of silver, but 
is inclined to favor a plan for tbe is­
suance of notes of certificate upou a 
deposit of silver bullion at its market 
value.

He favors strict enforcement of tbe 
Chinese exclusion act, particularly on 
the northwest liorder; also the con­
struction of coast defenses, and im­
provements of nvers and harlsirs.

In reference to the killing of David 
S. Terry he says: “1 recommend that 
a more definite provision be made 

, by law not only for tbe protec­
tion of federal officers, but for the full 
trial of such cases iu the federal

: courts.”
He recommends the establishment 

of intermediate courts having final ap­
pelate jurisdiction of certain oases so 1 
as to relieve the supreme court; aud < 

I recommends legislation for restraining | 
l rusts, for tbe passage of an interna- 

1 t local »iipy right law . and for a more 1 
discriminating naturalization law, so | 
a»to exclude undesirable persons from | 
•ltizenship; tbe enactment, of a national 
bankrupt law, aud legislation against 
the us»» of tbe mail by lotteries. He 
eudorses tbe report of the secretary of 
tbe navy, aud favors an in<-reuse of the 
navy fie<4. Ou the Indian question, be 
favors the policy of breaking up tribal 
relations ami educating individúala to 
tMootne citizens. After referring to 
the successful settlement of Oklahoma 
territory, be recommends congress to 
at once provide a territorial govern­
ment for the settlers; also recommends 
that provision lie made for tbe acqui­
sition of titles to town lots in Alaska, 
and favors an increased appropriation 
for the needs of the territory. He fa­
vors pension to all honorably dis- 
eharged sailors and soldier* of tbe 
civil war who are incapable of «^aru- 
lug a livelihood, even though such 
durability ar<»se after the time of 
discharge and did not originate during 
the time of their service.

He refería to the simalteusou* ad­
mission of four new slates us an 
interesting and unexampled event, 
aud adds: The people of these stat«» 
are well trained, intelligent ami patri­
otic. and have a common pur|»oee to 
defend the mtegnty and uphold tbe 
honor of tbe nation.

The president recommends legisla­
tion for tbe better protection of the 
lives of railroad employees; rerom- 
mends that weather service be sepa­
rate«! from the war department ami Im* 
<'onn»M*t«<i with tbe department of ag- 
riculture; recommends legislation re­
st nr;ing tbe liquor traffic at Wasniug- 
iDgtou. D. C.; and government aid to 
the proposed world’s fair in 1K92.

Following is the greater part of a 
letter telegraphed to the Herald from 
the explorer. After stating that he is 
in fierfect health, and feels like a 
laborer of a Saturday eveuiug return­
ing home with bis week's work done, 
his week's wages in his pccket and 
glad that to-morrow is the Sabbath, 
he says: Just al nut three years ago.

for any heart's iliacontent. We can 
say we shnnketl no task, anil that 
gisul will, aided by steady effort, en­
abled us to complete every little job 
a« well as cirenmatances permitted. 
Over and above the happy ending of 
our appointed duties, we have not 
Ix'eti uuforlnuate in geographical dis­
coveries.

The Aruwimi is now known from its 
source to its bourne. The great Cou-1 
go forest covers as large an area as 
Frauce, mid the Hieran peuuineula we 
can uow certify to Fie au absolute 
wilderness. The Mountains of the 
Moon this time, beyoud the least 
doubt have been located, anil Ruven­
zori, the cloud king, robed in eternal 
snow, has been seen and its Hauks ex­
plored and some of its shoulders as­
cended, Mounts Gordon Beunett and 
Mai'kiuuon cones beiug but great sen­
tries wardlug off the approach to the 
inner area of the cloud king.

On the southeast of the range the 
connection between Albert Edward 
Nyauzaand the Alliert Nyauza has 
lieen discovered, and the extent of the 
former lake is now known for the first 
time. Range after range of mountains 
lias lieen traversed, separated by such 
tracts of pasture land as would make 
your ciiwiiojB out west mad with envy.

And right uudei the bunnugequator 
we have fill ou blackliernes aud bil- , 
berries sod quenched our thirst with 
crystal water fresh from beds of snow.

YVe have also lieen able to add 
nearly tiOUO square miles of water to 
tlie Victoria Nyanga. Our naturalists 
will expatiate upon the new species of 
animals, birds aud plants he has dis­
covered; our surgeon will tell what he 
knows of the climate and its ameni­
ties. It will task us all to say what 
new stores of knowledge have been 
gathered from the unexpected field of 
dwoovenes.

I always suspected that in the cen­
tral regions between the equatorial 
lakes something worth seeing would 
be found, but 1 had not prepared for 
such a harvest of new fact«. This lias 
certainly been the most extraordinary 
expedition I have led in Africa. A 
veritable divinity seems to have 
hedged us while we journeyed. I sav 
it with all reverence. It has im¡>elled 
us whither it would, effecteilj its own 
will, but nevertheless guided aud pro­
tected us.

What can you make of this, for in­
stance On AuguM 17, lbb”. all the 
officers of the rear column are united 
at Yambuya. They have my letter of 
instructions before them, but instead 
of preparing for the morrow's march 
to follow our track, they decide to 
wait at Yambuya, which decisiou ini­
tiates the most awful season any com­
munity of men ever eudured in Africa 
or elsewhere.

The results are that three-quarters 
of their force die of alow poison, their 
commander is murdered, the second 
officer dies soon after of sickness and 
grief, another officer is wasted to a 
skeleton and obliged to return home, 
a fourth is sent to wander aimlessly 
up and down the Congo, and the sur­
vivor is found in such a 
hole that we dare not 
'horror.

On the same date, 150 miles away, 
the officer of the day leads 333 men of 
the advanced column iuto the bush, 
loses the path and all consciousness of 
Ins whereabouts, and every step he 
takes only leads him farther astray. 
His people become frantic; his white 
companions, vexed and irritated by 
the sense of evil around them, cannot 
ill-vise any expedient to relieve him. 
They are surmnnded by cannibals and 
poison-tipped arrows thin their num­
bers.

Meanwhile I. in command of the 
river column, am anxiously searching 
up and down the nver in fonr differ- 

1 ent directions. Through forests my 
scouts are seeking for them, but not 
until the sixth day was I successful 
in trading them.

Taking the same month and the 
I same date in 1998, a year later, on Au­

gust 17th, I listen, horror-struck, to 
the tale of the last surviving officer of 
the rear column at Banolya, aud am 

i told of nothing bat denlh aud disaster. 
I disHSter and death. I see nothing but 

horrible forms of men, smitteu with 
disease, bloated, disfigured and 
scarred, while the scene iu camp, in­
famous for the murder of pnir Bartt- 
elot. barely four weeks before, is simp­
ly shocking.

Ou the same day. 4ÜÍ) miles west of 
this camp. Jaiuieaoo, worn out with 
fatigue, sickness and sorrow, breathes 
Ins last. I >u the next day. August 
18tb, 60(1 miles east, Emin Pasha and 
my officer, Jephsou. are suddenly sur­
rounded by infuriated relíela, who 
menace them with loaded rilles and 
instant death, but fortunately they re­
lent and only make them prisoners to 
lie delivered to the Mabdiste.

Having saved Bonny out of the jaws 
of death, we arrive a second time at 
Albert Nyauza tq find Emin I’asba and 
Jephsoti prisoners iu dally ex|iec’.a- 
tion of their doom. Jepbsou's own 
letters will describe bis anxiety. Not 
until both were iu my camp, and the 
Eg) ptnin fugitive« under our protec­
tion did I begin to see that I was only 
earning out a higher plau than mine.

My own di-signa were constantly 
frustrated by unhappy circiimstanoes. 
I endeavored to steer my course as 
direct as possible, but then- was an I 
unaccountable influence at the helm. 
1 gave as much good will to my duties 
as the strictest honor would compel. 
My faith that the puntv of my motive 
deserved suct-ees was firm, but I have 
lieen conscious that the issues of ev­
ery effort were ia other hands.

Not one officer who was with me 
will forget the miseries he has endured 
Yet every one that started from his 
home, destiued to inarch with the ad­
vance column and share its wonderful 
a*Kent 11 ri«, is here to-dav, safe, sound 
and well.

This is not due to ine. Lieuieuau1 
Staires was pierced with a poisoned 
arrow, like others, but the others dini, 
and he lives. The poisoned, tip came 
out from under his heart eighteen 
months after be was pierced.
