Captain Peter Payne, who was 
ship wrecked on the schooner Ino, of 
San Francisco, near Point Barrow, 
Arctic ocean, in 1MK7. where he re­
mained two years before he was re­
lieved, has returned to Port Town­
sen 1 aud found his wife married to 
William J. Forbes. Forbes was em­
ployed by Bayne to attend the ranch 
near Whatcom. He finally induced 
Mr:.. Bayne to secure a divorce on the 
grounds of willful desertion aud fail­
ure to provide, notwithstanding the 
fact that she had received provisions 
Constantly from Bayne’s employers. 
Forties corroborated her statements 
ami the divorce was granted.- They 
were married in Dungeness, Wash., 
last October. The 
children by Bayne, 
aged 9 and 7 years.

Mrs. Bayne is a 
R. F. Vandeventer, 
Jar--Cal., later a Methodist minister 
of Seattle and now of Winnemucca, 
Nev. During the time Bsyne was 
nesr Poiut Barrow tie wh-led from 
»¡i< re and captured twelve whales, 
a 1 irge numiier of walrus and seal« 
ami plenty of ivory, aggregating a 
vhJiuv <ef HHU.iMki, ¡uni therefore re- 
l,lined tliete coiiipaietivcL" 
He sued out a warrant charging 
Forbes with adultery and conspiracy. 
Forbes escaped. Tl 9 woman eu- 
de vored to shield Forties by threat­
ening to swear tier second husband 
clear of t he charges preferred by the 
tint. B iyue found liis wife secreted 
tin re au.l persuaded her to surrender 
the children. She has l»-en married 
six weeks.

Bayne and his wife were highly re­
spected in Whatcom, where they bad 
a comfortable home, and the Vande­
venter family are well known all over 
tin coast. Tbe prominence of the 
parties creates a sensation on tbe 
Sound. Mrs. Forbes (Mrs. Bayne) 
said she was led by Forbes to believe 
that Bayne bad deserted her or else 
she would have written to him. She 
'8 a beautiful woman, intelligent, ami 
until her busband’s departure was 
religiously devoted to him. Bayne 
will take the children to Nevada ami 
support his former wife the remain­
der of her life. Forbes had induced 
the woman to prove up ou Bayne's 
property as an abandoned wife, aud 
had nearly secured the title to the 
property when Bayne unexpectedly 
returned. The property is now val­
ue! at 810,000.

The presence of the delegatee to the 
Pen American congress makes it perti­
nent to remind our readers that Cen­
tral aud South America embrace an 
area« little greater than twice the ex­
tent of the country in the United 
States and territories and a population 
of about fifty millions or about one 
sixth smaller than the population of 
the republic, says the Cleveland Plain­
dealer.

Mexico covers an area just about 
equal to that part of the United 
States east of the Mississippi river, ex­
clusive of the states of Louisiana aud 
Mississippi, and has inhabi­
tants.

The five Centra’. American republics 
of Costa Rica, Cuatalema, Honduras, 
Nicaragua and Salvador cover an ex­
tent of country about tLa size of tbe 
live states of New York, Pennsylvania, 
Ohio, Michigan and Illinois and have 
a population equal to both New York 
and Indiana.

Brazil's urea is somewhat greater 
than that of the United States exclu­
sive of Alaska, and her population is 
ulo.t equal to that of New Yuik, 

, Beunsj lvauui aqd Ohio.
.no Argentine rrjmimc, with about 

half the area of tbe United States, has 
a population not quite so large as 
Pennsylvania.

Columbia is nearly equal in*', extent 
to New York, Pe-iusyivania, Ohio, Illi­
nois, Iudiana, Michigan and Wiscon­
sin, with a population probably a little 
less than that of New York state.*

Bolivia’s territory is somewhat 
greater than that of the Atlantic states. 
Pennsylvania, Ohio aud Michigan,aud 
has a population of about Indiana's 
figure..

Peru is a little larger than the Atlan­
tic states aud Pennsylvania, aud her 
population about that of Illinois.

Venezuela is larger than Peru by 
about as much territory as is embraced 
in New Jersey and her population is 
about equal to Indiana’s.

Equador could contain Ohio, New 
York, Pennsylvania, Michigan and Il­
linois, but her population is not quite 
up to that of Michigan alone.

Chill’s domain cat up would make 
states as extensive as Ohio, Pennsyl­
vania aud Indiana. Her population is 
somewhat greater than that of Indi­
ana.

Paraguay is big eDough to include 
Ohio and New York witaiu her bor­
ders, but her entire population scarce­
ly exceeds that of Cleveland.

Uraguay is not quite so large as Ohio 
and Indiana combined; and just about 
tbe same number of inhabitants as 
Brooklyn, New York.

The Guiauas are English, French 
and Dutch colonies. British Guiana, 
twice as large as Ohio, has just aliout 
t lie population of Cleveland. French 
Guiana, somewhat larger than Ohio, 
has almut as many inhabitants as To­
ledo. Dutch Guiana, nearly as large 
as Pennsylvania, lias no mote inhabi­
tants than Columbus.

The John Day region m Oregon 
was tbe scene of tbe Princeton Uni­
versity expedition lust summer, «nd as 
a result a grand colli ction of fossils 
was obtained.

From the Blue mountains west of 
tbe Cascades the country is a great 
volcanic plateau, made up of lava 
sheets piled one upon another and in­
dicating aucieut volcanic outbursts 
upon a stupendous scale, in compari­
son with which such events at .Tutuh 
aud Vesuvius are the merest pigmies. 
Through this massof lavatbe streams, 
aided by tbe atmosphere, have cut 
deep valleys, some of them broad aud 
open, others deep, narrow, gloomy 
canyons.

I This country is very dry, but the 
soil is excellent, aud when irrigated 
produces well, tbe vegetables and 
fruit being of particularly tine quality. 
Great acres that are and sage brush 
deserts will one day tie turned into 
fertile fat uis by means of artesian 
wells, and tbe mild climate will iusure 
Huccess. At present tbe great industry 

. is wool r» ing. Tbe enormous bauds 
til shK-p ou'erfy HAsf rdy tn»-<*fTth’~oT 
the country over which they range, 
till it looks as if a plague of locusts 
bad visited it.

Tbe scientific attraction in the John 
Day regioti is the vast assemblage of 
fossil auimals which are eutomlied in 
the rocks there. Tbe entire district 
was iu a former geological age tbe bed 
of a great fresh-water lake, iuto which 
the streams (nought masses of saud 
<nd mud, and volcau’oee showered 
cinders and ashes. Auimals 
wuieu were swept luto the lake in times 
of flood became covered with salt, and 
as the hitter was iu tbe course of ages 
eousolldated iuto rock, the bones of 
the victims were gradually petrified 
and thus indefinitely preserved. Noh 
the rock is slowly disintegrated by tbe 
action of tbe ram, enow aud frost, aud 
the bouee exposed to view or washed 
out entirely. For tbe most part, how­
ever, the specimens must lie cut out 
with pick, hammer aud chisel, a very 
laborious process, as the rock is ex­
tremely hard aud the blazing summer 
sun makes the face of a white cliff 
anything but aa ideally comfortable 
place,

Could we produce a view of that 
ancient Oregon when the John Day 
lake existed, we should tiud ourselves 
in a very strange animal world; little 
three-toed horses, not larger than 
donkeys, rhinoceros, camels, peccaries 
—a great assemblage of largo and 
tierce cat-like, dog-like, hyena-like 
animals—not to mention hosts of lit­
tle rabbit and squirrel like creatures. 
The animals of this time were all 
rather small,thelargeet being tbe eutelo- 
don, a beast not tiulike tbe hippopo­
tamus in size aud general appearance. 
As the list shows, this assemblage has 
a very Oriental character. The climate 
was perhaps rather milder than at 
present and the forests, of which tbe 
leaf beds on Bridge creek gave ample 
illustration, were like those now found 
in the warmer parts of the United 
States. This wonderful museum of a 
buried world has been sealed up by 
the subsequent lava floods, and is ac­
cessible ou tbe sides of the canyons 
and valleys, where the stream« hare 
cut down through the overlying vol­
canic masses.- |Scientific American.

Boulanger denies that be has lieen 
engaged to deliver lecture« iu the 
Lulled States.

A Washington dispatch: By ad­
vertising for proposal« for the exclu­
sive right to catch fur sea)« in Alaskan 
waters Secretary Windom has shown 
a disposition to break down the mon­
opoly eDjoyed by tbe Alaska Commer­
cial Company. The advertisement is 
in precisely similar terms to that un­
der which the present contract wy 
let, but provides that all bids must be 
accompanied by a bond guaranteed by 
a certified check for ¿lttu.OOO. Before 
calling for bids tbe Secretary consulted 
the Attorney-General, whose opinion 
was to tbe effect that Windom could 
renew tbe old lease or advertise for 
new bids, as be saw fit. New bid« 
having been called for, and 
the first blow ha« thereby lieen «truck 
at the supremacy of the Alaska Com­
mercial Company.

Probably there was never a city in 
Oregou where tbe ballots cost «o 
much as tbuy did in New port at it« 
late town election. It happened in 
this way : Late Saturday evening, 
by mere chance, the editor of the 
Republican picked up a copy of tha 
Oregon Stitterman, in which was 
pulihshcd the law relating to ballot 
paper passed by the legislature last 
February. He at once realized that 
there wa« do legal paper on Y’aqaina 
bay. or Dearer than Corvallis, «ev- 
euty-two miles away. There waa

Ejcaminer:

1 he following circular of information 
is given out by a road iu which Call 
foruiahs tire luteiesied, the Nevada, 
Calitornia Htid Oregon, its projected 
route is through Plumas, Lassen and 
Modoc count lee into Oregou, aud con­
struction, work is being pushed along 
steadily. “This road m owned by 
a pr.vale party and not by a corpora­
tion. It is projected to run lrorn 
Re-no, Nev., to the Columbia river, a 
dlbtauce of -DO miles, aud seventy 
miles are completed aud iu operation. 
There are no towns near the hue as 
far as constructed nor as far as located, 
125 miles north from Reuo. No cou- 
racts are let,but tbe work ie done by tbe 
company uuder the direction of its 
own foreman.

If ability is to lie measured by what 

a tnan adds to human use aud satis­
faction, then it is likely the greatest 
living man is Thomas A. Edison. He 
has been the lion of Europe this 
summer. He was royally entertained, 
Eiiro]>ean fashion. "It was nothing 
but dinner, dinner, dinner," said Mr. 
Edison, on bis return. It rather em- 
ti; rrassed the inventor, who is a very- 
modest man.

He conies lit'Pie^auxious ’o resume 
work in that wonderful laboratory 
whence so much lias already come. 
“1 generally have thirty or forty in­
ventions under way all the time, but 
many of them don't pan out, you 
know.” On the whole, it is rather a 
satisfaction to know that even Edi­
son fails iu some things he tries to do.

One of the first things lie will at­
tempt is the transmission of sight 
over long distances. He believes 
tha’ if sound vibration« can lie trans­
mitted over wires there is no reason 
why light vibrations cannot lie sent 
on the same principle. If his inven­
tion is successful, we shall present ly 
l ot only talk to our friends over the 
wires, but actually see their faces. 
Edison says, also, that lie has not yet 
viven up the idea of obtaining elec­
tricity direct from coal. “Im still 
working at it, aud I shall get it one 
day."

it thus is plain that the wizard does 
not have his inventions come to him 
all in a flash, like an inspiration, but 
that lie toils at them long and pa­
tiently, sometimes for years. Mean­
time, if he were to die to-morrow, he 
would still probably be the greatest 
nventor of the Nineteenth century.
