Terrible Asian Heat.
The horror of the heat is unknown to 

us, or indeed to any part of Europe, 
though Naples and Athens are desper­
ately trying sometimes. But to the na­
tive of Scinde. Central Asia, the shores of 
the Persian gulf, the sun of Greece is but 
a trifle. The utter helplessness of man 
under this infliction adds horror to lii- 
sufTerings.

There is no hope and no resource when 
the red hotair penetrates to those under 
ground chambers in which the sutiini.-i 
is passed in Central Asia. “The inhabi­
tants,” wo learn, “are shutting them­
selves up to escape”—probably closing 
all tho apertures of their subterranean 
alfodes. except those al-olutely necessary 
for ventilation. Th» air down below, 
under such circumstances, cannot l»e 
imagined by one who has not a touch of 
experience. Houses of good class are 
solidly constructed under ground, with 
chambers and doors and corridors, but 
the mass of the people inhabit big holes, 
roofed over, with no kind of permanent 
convenience. Every winter the frost and 
snow and rain play mischief with these 
rough pits, and the damage is not always, 
nor often, repaired by the followingsum 
tiler. Fancy thousands of Mongols in 
these dens, pursuing theirfdthy habits in 
semi-darkness, suffering the awful tor 
went of heat, children wailing, adult­
raving, always in want of water and gen­
erally of food, in an atmosphere beyond 
conceiving.—Dai'Ion Standard.
