A 81RUGGLE FOR LIFE.

About forty years writes Charles
Ellis in the Salt Lnn{?; Tribune, the
ovent ocenrred that I am about to re-
late. The principal one will strike the
reader, perhaps a8 impossible, and yet
it 18 a fact vouched for by at least two
living witnesses.

I had been knocking about the Ore-
| gon conntry for several years, trading
| bere and there with whites and reds
and looking for the place I conld
pitch my tent for a permanent resi-
dence.

There were a great many immigrants
| coming into the country over the Ore-
gon trail, and they had to make a long
detour down the Snake river to reach
aford. I conceived an idea that if I
could put a ferry on the river at the
poiut where the trail struck it I could
make money laster than even old Char-
on did earrying sonls across the Styx.

I was young, full of health and en-
ergy, and set out at once Lo execute
my scheme. With borses, men and
materials I set ont, and in done time
was at work econstructing the first flat-
' boat that was seen on the npper waters
| of the Snuke. The work did not pro-
[ gress us fast as I had anticipated and
11 gegan to get weary of “sow
| belly” and “corn dodgers™” and felt my
| mouth water for a fresh bite of some

sort. The salmon were running, but
| the water was too deep where we had
located Lo admit of our killing them.
I knew of a famous place, where the
Indians gathered every year Lo

CATCH AND CURE SALMON

For their annual sapply. 1 was not
as well known among the Indiuns at
that time as | was thirty years later,
and hence did not venture alone

among them. Botsome distance be-
l low me, on the opposite bank, was an
old post of the Hudson Bay Company.
It was a palisaded storehouse and
dwelling where several men were al-
ways to be found aud I knew that 1
counld find there a man to accompany
me to the Indian’s ealmon rips. So 1
left my men one day, rode down to
the ford, crossed to the post and made
my errand known, There were pres-
ent & Seotchman, a ball-breed Indian
and a Kavaka. The Kanaka was well
acquainted with the Indians all sbout
and conld talk in their language with
ease, Wae cousulted n the matter
and it was coneluded that the Kanaka

made the

any kind snd reached the camp ut
noon of the nextday. We dismounted,
fastened onr horses in the brush far
enough away to hide them and moved
carelessly down among the reds. We
both carried revolvers and in addition
I had a carbine. We were both
dressed in the regular Hudson Bay
Company sute—broad brimmed bat,
blue shirt, green pants and buoff coat,
I was stont and as red of face as a
beef-fed Englishman and it was my
resemblance to the latter that saved
my life.

As we entared the camp the Indians
were gathered sbout a hole from
which there rose & clond of steam.
They lifted carefully oat a salmon
that must have weighed fifty pounds.
When it was opened I pever saw a
dish that tempted me so much. T was
very hungry, wanted sulmon, had
come mauny miles for salmon, and here
it was, cooked ss only the reds can
cook them; I saw those people eat the
salmoun, all the while casting

SUSPICIOUS AND SURLY GLANCES

At me, and I got mone of it. At that
time I could not understand their
language, and hence, not knowing
what they said, I manifested no con-
cern. After they had eaten their fish
they began to quiz the Kanaka, whom
they knew, about me. They were
very snxions to know il 1 was an
American. The Kanaka had heard
enough to excite his fears for my safe-
ty, and them that I was an
Englishman, and belonged to the Hud-
son Bay Company; that I bad come to
tbeir camp to buy salmorn. They paid
po attention to the proposition to
trade, and seemed to be growing fero-
cious toward me. They wanted to get
my earbine, and pot to show any fear
of them, I let them have it, and they
began shooting at marks and kept on
until T saw they were bent npon using
all my ammunition, when I took the
gun and moved away. As soon us he
could the Kanaka came to me and said
with no apparent concern:

“These devils think you are an Amer-
ican. A party of Americans killed one
of their number recently, and they
want blood. You mmst slip out of
sight quietly, get your borse and put
as great a distance between you and
this eamp as possible before might. 1
will stay here and keep them quiet if I
can until ‘{'nn are away, and then I will
follow. ait for me on the high binfl
overhanging the river. If I get out
all right I will join you there after
dark.”

Youn can imagine that I no longer
thoughbt abont salmon, for I had never
been in such close quarters before, and
in fact that is the only time when m
life was in danger among Indians. {
slid away and disappeared, found my
horee all right, and stood not upon the
order of going, but went. ut once as if
something worse than Banqno's ghost
were behind me, Reaching the bloff
I had a view of the country for miles
around, and saw that I was not pur-
sued. Asthe sun went down I saw far
away in the direction of the camp a
nder with a pack horse in tow, anc
concluded that the Kanuka bad got
away. | watched as long as I conld
sea for the redskine. About 10 o'clock
the Kunaka reached me. It was a
beantiful moonlight night, and we
conclnded that it wonld be

KILLED AND SCALPED,

The camp was deserted, and not a
sign was to be seen of the existence of
u redskin in the neighborhood. They
had taken the horses and cattle with
them and bad stripped the clothes
from the dead. We buried the bodies
and returned to the post. I sent the
half-breed to find the Indians and tell
them that if they brought in the horses
and eattle nothing would be done, but
if they did not I would have the sol-
diers after them and would kill every
one. T'he immigrants wenton into the
Willamette wvalley. The Indiavs in
about a wonth brought to the post
every one of the horses and eattle they
bad stolen, and they were sent on with
the next train through, in charge of a
lad who had a close call and a narrow
escape,

Ten days after my escape from the
camp I was sitting in my shanty on
the bank of the Snake and looking
lazily out over the sagebrush plaine
that stretched away over the edge of
the world and formed the horizan hne.
It was intensely hot, and we were
“laying off” in the middle of the day.
Presently my eye ecaught on to an ob-
ject on the plain away down the river.
It was so far away that I could not
make out what 1t was. It appeared to
be a man, but its actions were inhu-
man. It was erect and moving like a
drunken man at times, Agmnp, il
would tumble and disappear for min-
utes, I sat there in the door watehing
that object until I became satisfied
that it was a drunken man, and as |
had no use for such an animal I made
vo effort to aid 1t in reaching my quar-
ters. After a time however the object
came in. A boy about 16 years of age
staggered to the door and sank ina
heap on & beneh. He was

und pants, were torn into shreds, and
his hands, face and hair were covered
with a coating of dried blood and
sand.

possible, 1 saw at once that it was
not & druok and helped the lad inside,
He was suffering from thirst and I
gave him a smwall drnk of water. He
was literally starved and I gave him
some bread saying that as soon as he
hud rested a little we could elean him
up and get some clothes on him. T got
water and sonp and a shirt and set
about belping him to get his torn ehirt
off. As 1 took it by the colar and be-
gnn to pull the boy uttered a ery of
pain and said:

“Mister, I've got an arrow into me."

I thought the poor fellow was*luny”
from his fast, for there was no arrow
about bim, but I thought it best to
encourage his hallneination, and said:

“Yes, that's all right, and we'll just
get it out with the shirt.”

So I pulled again, and again he
screamed with pain.

“Where is the arrow, may lad?"

“Here, Mister, it's broke off.”

I laid him down on the beneh, and,
raising lus shirt, found that an arrow
had entered his body in the back to
the left of the spine and come out
three or four inches to the left of the
navel. The stone head had dropped
off, but the ligature that had fastened
it to the shaft was bLanging through
the hole made by the arrowhead. It
bad healed over, partailly. From lus
back about two ioches of the broken
shaft protruded. I was no doctor, but
here was a case that admitted of no
delay. That stick must come out. I
tried to pull it ount, but the boy be-
came wihY with pmin. [ assured him
that it must come il he wanted to live,
and [ made him work it with bis own
hand, helping him a8 I could, until at
last we got it out. I nursed the poor
fellow until he got well enough to talk
nnd then asked for his story.

The report of the secretary of the
treasury shows that for the year end.
ing June 30,1889, there were placed on
the market for consumption in the
United States 2,151,515360 cigarettes.
The increased production of cigarettes
over the previons year was 2538 789 260.
The increased production of cigars
was 52,6450, These figures rise en-
tirely beyond the comprebension of
the average mind but the relative in-
crease of cigareties over cigars shows
that the consumption of the former
article is growing out of all propor-
tion,

The cigarette is in itsell an inpor-
tation from the countries of the trop-
ics. The time was when the smoking
of cigarettes in temperate lands was
confined to the European college stu-
dents, who rolled up a bit of scented
tobaceo in & wisp of rice paper. It
has been left for the people of the
Unpited States to develop a national
habit, a practice which was hitherto
confined to the Spanish and Italian
and still darker races of the countries
near the equator.

The field of the ecigarette is still
wider thav that of the cigar. Many
men who will not indulge in the old-
fashioned pipe will smoke a cigar, and
many buy cigars who really do not be-
long to the class addicted to smoking
them, but the field of the cigarette is
growing still wider. Itincludes thou-
sands of boys of ten years, and hence
mwany states have made it a crime to
sell to minors ecigars or cigarettes.
Millions of boys are being initiated in
the use of tobacco by means of the
cigaretta. Thecigarette has operated
as a powerfnl stimulus in increasing
the consumption of the weed. And
it 18 operating to widen the use of to-
bacco among Amenican women. For
the seductive cigarelte 18 now found
between the lips of many an American
girl.

(0008 yniles, and it is certain that the
distance of Sirns is more than three
and less than six times that of Alpha
Centoun, most likely ubout five times;
#0 that we are probably not far from
the trath if we set the distance of
Sirus st aboat 100,000,000,000,000 of
mles!  What a vast distance is this
whiclhi separates us from the bright
star; worde and figunres of themeelves
fiail to convey to our minds any sde-
quate idea of its true charaoter.

To tuke n common example of illus-
trating sach epormons distances: It
is caleuluted that the ball from an
Armetrong 100-ponuder quits the gun
with the speed of about 400 yards per
second. Now, if tins velosity conld
be kept up it wonld nire po less
than 100,000,000 years before the ball
could rench Sirns. Agsin, take the
swiftest form of velosity of which we
have any knowledge, light, which
travels 200,000 miles per second, or
abont 12,000,000 miles per miunte, yet
the distance of Sirus 18 so vast that it
wonld tuke nearly twenty years for its
light 1o reach vs; so that if Sirus was
suddenly to become extinet we should
no!l be acqumnpted with the fact till
twenty years hence,
