A South American Farm.
The following is taken front an arti­

cle eutitled “Agricuilnral Chile,” by 
Theodore Chilli, iu Harper's Maga­
zine:

“Among the many hospitable farms 
and haciendas that 1 visited, we tuny 
take as it favorable S|H*Ciiiieii Seuota 
Isiilora Cotts!i*o’s la'ge aud beantitul 
estate at Mactll, beat Si.htlagu, which 
is rather, )>erhii|«*, a model farm than 
a commercial euli tprita*. 'j lie whole 
hm*l< nda comprires 500 enadras itii_a 
led ami ”00 cimdriu* of mount,.iu laud 
without irrigation. Forty cnadras are 
devoted to vines, which pnshtce over 
350,010 lilies a year; u ceiiaiu portion 
is allo'ted to rtiiB'iig wheat, barl.y ami 
oats for home cunsumptioi;; a coiietdt i 
able space is laid unt i.s a park, with 
very tine and picturesque ornamental 
gardens, and the rest is given to alfrdia 
and grazing.

“The stud farm at Miu-ul is im|>ort- 
aut, and the stock consists oi imported 
Clydesviale, I’ervheron, Cleveland, An­
glo-Norman and thoroughbred racing 
stock, iucludrug a Yankee trotter, in 
all 100 horses nod nearly 200 cows, 
bred from thoroughbred French and 
English Durhams. This establish­
ment being rather an exceptional one 
from many points of view, you might 
expect to find the farmers treated wilh 
tlit* same care its lie cattle. But uo. 
They receive the usual 65 paper Cents 
a day, wilh food and lodging gratis. 
The lodging consists of rooms in au 
tidolie building, with a ben ten earth 
tioor, or a eatrw hut plastered over with 
mud: while the food is composed of a 
daily ration of two pounds of bread 
the morning, and nt midday an un­
limited quantity of Lr.aua walked in 
greats*. This i^arl, tin* laborers re­
ceive neither tea nor coffee, much less 
wine pj l>eer.
