AN AMAZED INDIAN CHIEF.

Two Stars’ Introduction to the Kinetoscope
and the Phonograph.

Probably no Indian who ever visited |

Washington to counsel with the great
father returned to his tribe befter satis-
fied with the results of his trip than the
Sisseton Sioux Two Star. He not only
accomplished the object of his mission,
but he was entertained in a style that
falls to the lot of few of the nation’s
wards. Agent Keller was with him, as
well as the interpreter, Joe Brown. The
latter, by the way, is a somewhat notable
figure himself. He is a son of that Ma-
jor Brown who commanded the troops
at the battle of Birch Cooley during
the Sioux outbreak. He has lived all
his life among these Indians and now
Keeps a large store on the reservation.

Two Star was sent here by his tribe
to ask the immediate payment to them
of $199,000 of their principal now in
the custody of the United States. This
sum amounts to $1,6909,000. The In-
dians are in very destitute circumstances
this winter, owing to an almost com-
plete failure of their crops, and the in-
terest due them is not sufficient to carry
them over until next fall. The impair-
ment of the principal is a matter which
by law rests entirely with the president.
In this case he has promised to follow
the recommendation of the commission-
er of Indian affairs, which is'to the ef-
feot that the grant be made.

It is & somewhat singular fact that,
although Two Star was one of General
Silbey’s scouts and has always associated
with the whites upon terms of the
friendliest intimacy, he cannot speak a
word of English. His enjoyment of the
white man’s amusement is, however,
none the less keen. Senator Kyle's clerk,
Duncan McFarland, tock him in to see
the kinetoscope. As he looked in upon
the picture in motion a look of amaze-
ment, not unmixed with a degree of
consternation, crept over his face. He
stepped back and Jooked around, above
and below the case to find out what
caunsed the exhibition. It wassome time
before he could be persuaded to again
apply the eye to the aperture, and when
the machine stopped with a click the
noble red man jumped as if he had
heard the warwhoop of some of his
tribal enemies.

He was equally amazed, but none the
less pleased, with the phonograph and
insisted upon having a selection by the
Marine band repeated. He was taken to
an amateur athletic and gymnastic per-
formance at the Columbia Athletic club
and witnessed the exhibition of skill
and prowess with a delight that was al-
most childlike. Just before his depar-
ture for the west Two Star said to our
correspondent:

«*] was here in 1867, but no one paid
any attention tome then. I think Wash-
ington is a much nicer place now. It
will be no use for me to tell my people
about the things I have seen and heard
(referring to the kinetoscope and phono-
graph), for no one would believe me.
They would say I was not speaking the
truth.”’—Cor.

SAVED HER SLIPPERS.

A Bit of Hitherto Unpublished Iistory of
-~ the War of 1812,

This is a chapter of semiofficial, semi-
domestic history, and it is vouched for
by a granddaughter of the hero’s fam-
ily line, a Chicagoan who now lives on
Dearborn avenue.

Prominent in Mr. Madison’s cabinet
sat, fourscord years ago, Secretary of
the Navy Jones, the son of a famous
chipbuilder, a man gallant not only in
gpirit, but in dress and manner. His
fitness for his office is attested by the

‘naval histories of the war of 1812. But

the successful secretary had more wit
than hair, and a wig was a sine qua
non of his political and social life. All
went well with this adornment antil
the luckless August day in 1814 when
the British marched from Bladensburg
ppon Washington.

It will be remembered that President
Madison and his cabinet stood not upon
the order of their going on that occa-
gion, but went at once—to a very re-
tired summer resort. Every one knows
how Lady ‘‘Dolly” remained behind
long enough to save some valuable
White House portraits from having their.
eyes put out by English bayonets, but
fow have heard how collected Mrs. Sec-
retary Jones was in this national crisis.

Presence of mind is said to be promot
ed by absence of body. This lady dis-
played in the face of danger presence of
both mind and body. As the secretary
emerged from his doorway, his hands
full of such family valuables as his agi-
tated condition had allowed him to col-
lect, Mrs. Jones confronted him with
the appalling words:

“My dear, you have forgotten my
slippers. You must go back and get
them. "’

General Ross was almost at his door
bringing imprisonment or death, but the
unhappy man turned back to hunt the
slippers, which, it is only fair to Mrs.
Jones to add, were adorned with dia-
mond buckles. In bis headlong quest for
these treasures—which he secured—Dhis
wig dropped off in a dark corner, and
he did not dare to take time to hunt for
it nor to attempt the purchase of an-
other. The shorn appearance of the sec-

retary, hitherto faultless in all appoint- |

ments of dress, is said to have very much
lessened the melancholy of the cabinet
journey. It is further asserted that dur-
