on Feb. 20, 1815. The early installa-
tion of thousands of tons of rare and
costly exhiblts from all parts of the
globe and the participation of forty of
the world's great countrles have assur-
ed a celebration that will be unrivaled
in ita splendor, magnltude, loterest and
comprehensiveness,

From (ts opening untll its close, ‘on
Dec. 4, 1015, the Exposition will
abound with oviginal features collect-
ed ot an expenditure of many milllons
of dollnrs. It will present a cross sec-

histortc chariot races. The Vander
bilt Cup Race will take place on Feb.
22 and the Grand Prix on Feb, 27,
19156. Great motorboats of the deep
gea crulser type will ruce for a $§10,000
prize from New York through the Pan-
ama cannl to the Golden Gate. A se-
rles of internntionnl yacht races in
the twenty-one meter class will be
held in Ban Franclsco bay. President
Woadrow Wilson, Emperor Willlam of
Germuny and King George of England
have each offered trophles In these
events. Swimming, water polo. fly
casting, ecanoelng, football, basebull
and long distance foot racing are in-
cluded In a serles of more than 200 dif-
ferent kinds of contests. Presldent
Wilson himself will attend the Expo-
gitiun, and It 18 probable the members
of congress will attend 1o an especial-
Iy chartered steamer.
