NO "FREE SHIPS."

The Portland Oregonian continues to
rave about free ships, the form that its
acute free trade mania takes at the
present time. It notes the fact that
thjre was no outcry In Seattle when the
Garonne received an American regis-

try, as an Indorsement here of the "free
ship" principle. On the contrary, the
re(ial circumstances of the case en-

tirely warranted the action taken. The
Garonne was not "recently purchase,"
but has been operated by her present '

owners for three years. They also op
erate Amorlcan-bui- lt boats on the Yu

kon, and are preparing to add other
boats built ln this country to their
service. In view of these circum
stances, and the farther fact that the
ship In cjuestlon had been in the gov-

ernment transport service, the excep-

tion made in her favor was not com-batte-

But there is no demand In Se-

attle for "free ships," much as we need
additional carriers for our trade. We
have seen quite enough of the effects
of free trade in this country, thank
you.

In another article the Oregonian be-

moans the transfer to Victoria of three
British-bui- lt ships which It says the
San Franeisco owners have bought re-

cently and transferred to that port be-

cause American registry is denied to
them. There are some strange feature
about this perfomance which the Ore-

gonian should explain. It says that
these vessels will "make the greater
part of their profits by carrying Amer-

ican goods from American ports to for-

eign markets." We fall somehow to
see why an American registry should
be indispensable for that. Large num-

bers of foreign-bui- lt ships are In that
business and making a profit at ft.

Why should these particular vessels
have to go to Victoria as their home
port if they are to engage In foreign
trade? This compulsory transfer, If
not mythical, must have a tremendous
sentiment behind It, If business men
alter their. shipping routes and send
their vessels several hundred miles
away, not because they cannot engage
In any foreign commerce, but because
they cannot fly the American flag.

The whole thing, of course, Is fudge.

What worries the Orcgonlun Is that
the American shipbuilding Industry
cannot be broken by free trade In

ships; that we reserve our coasting
trude for ourselves; and that we pro-

pose to upbuild our shipping Interest
by the same methods, so hateful to
it, that we huve employed in estab-

lishing ourselves In the manufacturing
supremacy of the world. It Is a pretty
