With only & superficlnd knowledge of
the cost of machinery, 1 am positive
that $50.000 would mmply cover the
codt of Inetalling, equipping and put-
ting In runnipg erder, an electrie lght
plant capable of furnishing suificient
lights for the city for many years o
come, There 18 no question but that
this amount could be readily ralsed,
A conservative estimate of the Income
of such o plant would be 1,000 & month
(abogt ope-half of your estimate of the
prepent company’s income). This wuuldl
ecasily pay the running expenses of the |
plupt, pay lnterest on the bonds and
provide & sinking fund which would
retire the bonds within ten yeare. Fur- |
thermore, thiy would farpish lightsat a
cost o the clty and Individusl consum- |
ers of not more than one half the pres- |
ens rates.  These figures eun be sub- |
stantinted by anyone who will take
the trouble to investigate, ,

I notice that the présent estimate ntl

water power is that it is avallable for |
fifty street lights only. Taking this
for granted, the additional power re-
quired can be generated by the installa~ '
tlon of an extrn boller and dynamo
near one of the city lumber mills, where
cheap fuel can be oblained In the shape |
of mill waste. In naming & cost of
$50,000 this exira plant was taken Into
consideration, Such & system would
not only provide sufficlent power for
Huminating purposes but would enable
the clty to furnish power for manufac-
turing purposes, street car lines, ete.
Another point which must not be over-
looked Is that the cheapening of pow-
or will induce residents to put more
lights in their houses and places of
business, thus augmenting the clty's
Income,
AN to the method of ralsing the
amount required: T am positive that a
loan would be subscribed for right here
at home, for there are lots of Inves-
tors, large and small, who would grasp
an opportunity’ of purchasing gllt-e 1ge
gecurities, under which head the elec-
tric light bonds would certainly come.
A home loan, I think, would be the
more popular, but. if the water com-
mission preferred to dispose of the
bonds In a block, s good price counld
be realized in the Eastern money cen-
ters.

A reference to any of the commercial
papers will show that municipal and
community honds always command a
high price. I will clte only one Instance |
of many. On Wednesday last, Butler
county, Ohlo, sold a $70,000 fasue of 4/
per cent botds ot $107 88-100,

Telephone Pole Saves Dick MeCarron
of Portland From Perforation
by Charlle Herbert's Bullet,

The petulant pop of plstols startled
the residents in the neighborhood of
Bond and Fourteenth streets yesterday
afternoon when Charles Herbert of this
city and Dick McCarron of Portland
exchanged shots.

Nelther of the men was hit, a con-
venlent teléphone pole saving McCar-
ron from & trip to the happy huntlnp
grounds, The bullet from Herbert's
revolver lodged In the edge of the pole
just as McCarron sprang behingd It
But for the pole, the leaden missie
would have been eut out of MeCarron
by the surgeons, Instead of belng dug
out of the pole by the police.

The shootiug aflray was the sequéd
to & fsteuft between MeCarron, Her-
bert and Paddy Lynch earlier In the
alfterncon at Foard & Stokes' ware-
house. All the partles concerned are
rinners for =allor boarding houses and

guing ships with crews. Of late there
hase hesn o great scarcity of ldie galtors
in both Astorin and Portland and in
consaquence the sallor boarding house
masters have been watching the men
stopping with them very closely.

A few days ago Paddy Lynch of
this clty went to Portland to try and
get some men for a ship., He was set
upon by MeCarron and others and bad-
Iy beaten, Arrests followed and Me-
Carron was convicted of assaulting
Lynch and fined.

Yeaterday MeCarron, with another
man, came down from Portland in
search of sailors. They coaxed sey-
eral men away from the boarding house
for which Herbert Is u runner and Me-
Carron was taking one toward the
depot when Herbert and Lynch over-
took the pair. The sailor owed the
boarding house for his board, lodging
and drinks, sto, all of which was to
be pald for out of his advance money
when o ship was found for him, and In
consbquenceé Herbert demanded that
the =ailor leave MeCarron and relurn
to the boarding house.

A row resulted, In which blows wero
struck, and Herbert and Lynch took
the sallor away,McCarron moking the
threat against Herbert s8 they parted,
according to Herbert and other persons

“Then he shot,
and almost instantly there was a shot
in reply. 1 went out and both men
were standing in the street cursing one
another, with their pistols In thelr
hande. One of them, the man behind
the telephone pole, I don't know his
name, sald ‘T'll kill you yet' The
other man., Herbert, sald something in
reply, and then they separated,

Another witness of the shooting said:
“MeCarron told Herbert he would kil
him before he was through with him.
Herbert fired the first ghot but [ think
both men went for thelr guns about
the same time"

Herbert's bullet Imbedded itself in the
odge of the telephone pole, But for
that ghelter of the pole McCarron would
undoubtedly have stopped the bullet,

Later on Herbert was arrested on a
churge of assault with Intent to kilL
He gave bonds In the sum of 1,000 for |
his appearance and was released from |
custody
