Considering the importance of the
experiment and the wide interest tak-
en in all efforts to achleve werial navi-
gation, the reports sent from REurope
conoerning the trial trip of the great
vessel constructed by Count Zeppelin
have been sirangely vague and unsat-
(ufuetory. The plans for the ship were
of such pature that no difficulty was
found In obtaining capital to build in
fceordance with them the largest alr-
ship ever undertaken. Public interest
in the expeériment has beén keen, and
y&t When the trial trip was made on
July 2 hardly any attentlion was poeld
to the result in the disputches from Eu-

his satisfaction were of & dublous Kind,
for It In clear something {in the rature
of & serlous Jdefect must have been din-
covered, since it will take upward of
two months (o remady 1L

In the absence of any direot informa-
tion from the peraons who made the ex-
periment 1t {2 worth while 0 note the
rerorts of those who watched the trip
from the outside. According to one of
thess, while the =hip was in the alr at
o helght of 1800 feet Zeppelin headed It
against the wind and cavsed It to per-
formi varlous evolutlons, once describ-
ing a huge fgure $. which astonlshed
the spectators balow. The furee of the
wind was then twealy fvel & second.
At a helght of 128 feet the alrship cov-
ered five miles and & quarter in seven-
teen and a hall minutes.

Other reports are to the effect that
the steerlng apparatus worked well un-
til near the end of the trial, when one
af the wires broke, but that notwith.
standing the accident the navigators
succeeded in guiding the ship safely to
an anchored pooteom, on  which {t
alighted. Furthermore it I8  stated
that a “sclentist of Eurcpean reputa-
tion, " who watched the experiment, says
it was eminently successful. and that
while the alrship & admittedly imper-
fect, it proves beyond a doubt that Zep-
pelin posscsses the Key of the mystery,
and a new era of aerial locomotion has
begun. German military acronauts
who watched the experiment officiaily
are also credited with being satistied,
but none have publishad thelr views,

Upon reports of that kind It Is of
course impossible to base a definlte
judgment, It may be the experiment
was as satisfactory as ls ciaimed, and
that the concealment of the detalls is
due to the Intention of the Inventor
to make the construction of the vessel
a military secret of the German empire,
but the chances are that nothing really
great in the way of aerial transporia-
tion was achieved. A flight of thirty-
five milés was In Itself nothing, and
the public will have to walt for another
test before it can be certain whether or
no the Alight was marked by any feat-
ures which assure the triumph of aerial
transportation on a large scale.
