NEW TORK. Aug. It The Shah of
Persia has had an ajrnit in this coun-
try for a fortnight examining the elec-

tric trolley system of Greater New
York, preparatory to Introducing elec-
tric travel between Teheran and a
portion of the Caspian Sea. These S3

miles of trolley will be the longest elec
tric railway In Asia.

Tho Shah's agont, John Marsdon
Ward, an Englishman, has been for
more than fifteen years attached to
the personal service of the Shah and
has resided at Teheran. Frequent trips
to Europe have kept him In touch with
the progress of Invention and art. He
was a protege of B. 3. Hotchkiss, the
American Inventor, and has introduced
Into the Shah'a capital the telephone
and other modern appliances. Since
nip arrival he has be?n tnvestUatlng
the trolley systems in the city, the
Brooklyn Rapid Transit and Metropo!-ita- a

"The general impression about Per-

It contains a porcelain bath,
purchased In Ybnna. It Is lighted With

electricity, and a telephone connects It

with the palace and the various offices

I rlslt. There are many handsome cabs
in Teheran and I generally drive In one.
Most Americansand Europeans think
we ride camels and camp out. but we

don't.
"I do not wish to discuss His Maj-

esty's affairs." added Mr. Ward. "My

relations with His Majesty are purely
business ones. I hive nothing to do
with the policy of the government to-

ward Russia or Great Britain. Not the
slightest Attempt has ever been made
to Interfere with my religious views.
I am a member of the English church
nnd serve my God In my own way.

"The Shah is a very Intelligent ruler.
His Majesty has been thrice to Eu-

rope and on this occasion he has de-

voted much time to examining novel-til- 's

at the Parl9 exposition. The pa-

pers say he has bought several auto-

mobiles. Doubtless that Is true. But
His Majesty has had a French gaso-

line motor carriage for more than two
years. It is a well-know- n object on

the drives around Teheran. I am look-

ing over the automobile ground here
and may buy one or more If a decided
novelty Is discovered. Ten years from
now Persia will be abreast of the na-

tions of Europe In everything but the
fine arts.

"Th. great conflict In China may d3-J-

Russia's advance upon India, but
the day for that move Is practically
fixed. Russia can occupy Herat any
day she wishes. It Is the gateway to
India,

"Persia owes much to Russia. The
Czar has not attempted to dominate In

any way the affairs at Teheran. Russia
U doing more for the rest of the
vorid than Is any other one nation."

Mr. Ward will make a hurried trip
to Chicago and will then sail for Paris
to accompany the Shah on his return
to Teheran. A small steamer has been
chartered at Hull, England, that will
proceed to Havre and load all the mer-

chandise and Inventions that have been
purchased her? and In Europe. The
steamer will clear for the Black Sea
and the goods will be forwarded over

the trans-Caucasia- n railway to Baku.
This Is tli-- most direct route to Te-

heran at present, but when the railroads
across Persia are finished, the Persian
gulf will again become one of the fa-

miliar parts of the world to shipmas-
ters. American breadstuff will there
find a great market in the future, in
Mr. Ward's opinion.

prospective estate. He was a nephew
cf Asa Packer, whose will made over
his Irrmense estate to his children, but
contain a clause that should they
die without issue, the estate was to re-

vert to two brothers named Ellsha and
Jeremiah Wllber, who were re'ated to
Packer W marriage, or In case of their
dath to their direct heirs. Eltsha Wll
ber took charge of the Lehigh Valley
railrond and the Packer coal proper-

ties and operated them, increasing the
value of the property.

One hy one the Packer children died,
leaving no direct heirs until only one
daughter Is left. She has no children
and her life Is said to be all that stands
between the Wllber family and the
Pack fortune.

CHICAGO. Aug. 11 Mrs. N. C.
Marsh has Just received a letter from
her son. the Rev. Benjamin C. Marsh,
who for two years has been a mission
ary In the Anglo-Chine- se school at Foo
Chow. China, The letter wag written
at Kuling. a few miles from Foo Chow,
and was dated July 9. He says:

"It Is estimated that over 2000 per-

sons were drowned by the overflow of
the Minn river last week. The bridge
of th Thousand Agts, as It Is called,
was broken in two places. Those who
attempted to enw were never seen
again. One of the wretched conditions
was that they did not like to leave
their floating homes because robbers
would come and carry off everything of
value. Some one would always go with
fhe house when It Ml or floated away.

After the flood the oiTial9 raised about
14000 to help the sufferers.

"Although at present we go when-
ever and whenever we please, still we
d"J pot know when the Boxer trouble
may break out here.

Full Text of Charge Made by the Co-

lombian General.

COLON. Colombia, Aug. 16. The fol-

lowing Is the full text of the state-
ment regarding the alleged Interven-
tion of the foreign consuls during the
recent fighting In Panama, as contain-
ed In the official report of General
Salazar, commanding the government
forces, to General Alvan, civil gover-

nor and military chief of the province
of Panama, who was In command of
the garrison when the city was at-

tacked by the revolutionists:
"The revolutionary leaders, after tak-

ing positions around Panama, placed
themselves In communication with sev-

eral foreign consuls, hoping that their
Intervention would lead to the surren-
der of the city.

"The foreign consuls, acting on a
Joint resolution, have sent to their
respective governments the following
telegram:

" 'If the Indian troops (British) are
withdrawn from Wu Sung, It will con
stitute a menace to the safety of Shang
hai. These troops ought' to be landed
on the baxis of an International un-

derstanding. To Insure the adequate
safety cf Shanghai more troope ought
to be landed Immediately.' "

SHANGHAI, Aug. 16.-- The consuls
will meet today. The landing of the
British troops Is not objected to by the
representatives of other nations, the
latter declaring they will adopt the
same course. To this the British have
objected and threatened to withdraw
the troops which are now ready to
land.
