M.fchty little is being; heard now of

the tariff In its relation to the wool and
woolen Interests of the country.

The organs and the politicians that
used to make It their chief business to
denounce the "atrocious" protective
duties and to demand "free wool" are
discreetly silent. That agitation is dead.
We hear no more of the manufacturers;
we hear no more of the vast foreign

market that America could command
If it were not for the "oppressive" dut-

ies on the raw material of woolen mak-

ing. The reason why the political foes
cf American woolen manufacturing and
wool growing have become dunr.b Is

written in the coid facts of our actual
experience.

There never was a more grotesque
pretense than that of the "tariff re-- j

formers" of six or seven year ago j

that free wool would not only give the
American mills command of their home
market, but immediately develop an
enormous export trade in woolen fab-

rics. Grotesque though thi pretense
was, however. It fooled the country in
1SS0 and In 1892. In 1SS4 the Gorman--

512 of American fabrics, or a quantity
much smaller than in the years when

wool had been "taxed."
In other words, from first to last in

general and in particular, the "tariff
reform," "free wool" argument had
proved in actual practice to be a fraud.
a delusion, a disaster. It had not given

American manufacturers command of
thtir home market; it had deprived

them of a great part of the home mar-

ket which they controlled before.

American mills under Gorman-Wilso- n.

ism made fewer goods than they had
made with protected wool. Foreign
fabrics dominattd American consump-

tion as they had not done for many
years. Even though our mills resorted

to the heroic expedient of cutting down
the wages of their work people until
they approximated to European stand-
ards, the country was inundated with
cheap foreign fabrics In which shoddy
was more conspicuous than wool.

Nor did the free wool humbug give
American manufacturers one single dol-

lar's worth of additional foreign trade.
Our manufacturers, as we have seen,

lost a great part of their home market
under the "tariff reform" experiment.
They had never had much of a foreign
market, but they were worse off even
here at the end of Oorman-Wlisonis- m

than they were at the beginning. They

sold in the eight months of U$7 only
1144,213 of their products abroad, or
about one-thi- rd of their exports at the
opening of this period:

So much for Gorman-Wilsonis- so
much for the practical workings of free
wool and "tariff reform." Now let us
look at the other side of the shield. Let
us read the record of Repub.ican pro-

tectionism. In the summer of 1597 (the
calendar year) the Democratic tariff,
which had benefited only our foreign
competitors. was repealed, and Lne year
1598 was passed under the Dlniey
schedules, with a sufficient protection
for our manufacturers and a very gen-

erous protection for our wool growers.

What was the result? For one thing,
the foreign manufacturers instantly lost
nearly all of the grip upon the domestic
maricet which their 'tariff reform"
benefactors had given them. Our total
imports of woolen goods In the eiijlit
months of the fiscal year 155$ were only
$ll,4SI,i;g, or about one-auarr- er nf
wnat they were in the corresponding
months of 1S95, and less than one-thi- rd

of what they were In the eight months
of 1&97. That is. the effect of Dingley
protentionlsm was at once to increase
the domestic demand for the products
of American woolen mills to the amount
of from twenty million to thirty miiUon

dollars.

In those same eight month of 1898

our exports of American woolen man
ufactures rose to $T17,6S9, or about five
times the figure of the free wool "tar
iff reform" period preceding. In the
eight months of 1899 our imports of for
eign woolens were J10,470,622; our ex

ports of American goods .i9,J7. In
the eight months of 190v, a period of
great prosperity, when our people were
able to purchase much, our imports of
foreign woolens were $12,084,928, cr
about one-thir- d of what they were In

these same months of the last year of
the "tariff reform" experiment. Our
exports of American woolen fabrics
again increased and were $i8,030.

That is. under protectionism the
American wool manufacturers are hold-

ing a very much larger part of their
home market than they did under free
wool "tariff reform," and are Increas-

ing their sales of certain special lines of
American sroods to f ireign countriea.
We do not send all kinds of American
woolen fabrics to the outer world. It
will be some time, even under the stim
ulus of adequate protection to home
enterprise and home capital, before our
expTts of American woolen fabrics be
come 8 largf as our exports of cotton
fabric which have had much longer,
more adequate and more persistent pro- -
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lection. Even now the foreigner sup-
