The Tacnma Evening News In a late

bsue makes a vlcl us and groundless

attack on the Columbia river bar. mak-

ing lengthy quotations from the report

of the board af naval officers appoint-

ed to determine the desirability of lo-

cating ard construe ting a dry dock on

the Columbia river.
