CAN NOW SELL IN EUROPE

Export Daty of One Shilhng a Ton om Brit.
ish Con! Will Eoable America to
Usdersell It in Almost Aoy
Market.

NEW YORK, April 20.—A speclal to
the Herald from Washingion says:

Bagland's new taxes, iImposed to meet
the heavy charges growing out of the
Boér war, may prove beneficial to
Amerfoan exportera. It s not belleved
that the import duty to be lmposed on
sugar will affect the trade bétween the
Unlted States and the United Kingdom
in any way., Experts of the trade,
however, belleve that the Unlted States
will profit to some degree by the Im-
positisn of \he expart duty of one shil-
ling per toh on ~0al shipped from the
United Kingdom.

The products of American col mines
haye been gradually naking their way
inlo pew markets for several years past
and it is beMeved that in many places
the present margin of cost in favor of
British coal as against that from the
United States !y less than one shilling
per ton and that the imposition of this
tax, with the consequent Inerease in
the cost of British coal, will lead con-
sumers to buy American coal. The
largest Increases are expected in those
markets which are relatively nearer o

‘the Unlted States than to Great Brit-

aln but some Increase may be expect-
ed In exports to continental Europe
The Imposition of an Import tax on
sugars, with a differential of two shil-
lings and two pence between refined
sugars and sugass testing 76 degrees,
18 looked upon here as a step in the di-
rection of protection, as it ls believed
that this differcntinl is great enough
to afford coaslderable encouragement
to the British refiners, Thls may lead
to & reduction in the imports of re.
finedl sugar into the United Kingdom
but as refined sufar s not an article
of export from the United States, Amer-
fcan trade will not be affected by this.

The United Kingdom tovk from the
United States last year 202,266,855

pounds of glucose, 2874605 gullong of
molasses, and 8279241 gallons of syrup.
Tt is not believed that the trade in these
articles will be affected materially by
the tax.

Mr, Gage, the secretary of the treas-
ury, is not disposed to belleye that the
new taxes will affeet the American
trade with the United Kingdom to any
material degree. He doubts whether
the export duty on ~oal Is large enough
do glve American coal any great ad-
vantage in competing markeats.
