CONDEMN

Governor General of Finland s
Protected by Country’s Parlia«}
ment After He Is Dead.

THE MURDERER DENOUNCED

to the Rasslan Crown as
They Have Been for
Years.

Helsingfors, ¥inland, June 20—The
senate has adopied a strongly worded
resolution on the assassination of Gov-
ernor (eneral Bobrikoff expressing “the

deepest condemnation of Schaumann's
eruel and treacherous crime,” and glso
condemning the agitation “by a num-
s2r of disloyal people,”. and the danger
to which it may lead.

In conclusion the resolution calls
upon every true citizen to co-operate
in the preservation of order and to
gpare no effort to prevent any action
that would deprive the people of the
confidence reposed In them by their
povereigne during thelr century-long
allegiance to the mighty Russian crown
under the reign of which Finland has
guined mental and material develop-
ment.
