A Bold Plan That Was Matured
In This Country.

IT WAS A DARING SCHEME.

The Enterprise Was Known to the Ex-
ile of 8t. Helena, but Just as the
Proparationsr Were About Complete
the Fallen Emperor Died.

Even in “the last phase" our coun-
try sustalned a certain assocldtion
with the captive of 8t. Heleon, says
writer in the Magazine of History.

The English felt that any danger of
rescue would originate upon the west-
ern shore of the Atlantie.

Adwmiral  Cockburn- occupled the
nelghboring Islund of Ascenslon, avow-
edly to prevent It falling into the hands
of Yankee ralders, The feellng in the
Uwnited Siates against England was al
that  thne quite bltter.  Napoleou's
landing at 8. Helena followed the bat-
tle of New Orvleans only about seven
mouths, and the downtall of the revo-
lutionary monarch aroused deep sym-
pathy throughout the country.

Hut the actual gronnds for belleving
in the existence of a rescue party and
rescue plans In the Unlted States rest
upon the movements of General Lalle.
mand and his agsocintes. This officer’s
milltary record, from the revolutionary
days to Waterloo, had been distin-
guished by notable feats of daring.

His devotion to the emperor was
loyal and persistent; be had followid
bim untll his embarkation from the
shores of Prance and had tried In valn

the antlént regime'nnd bdén Mustrated
by publicly stamping the cross of 8t
Louls under his feet. Needless to say,
be was also under sentence of death by
Louls XVIII' court martial.

But the best known of all this de-
voted band was the famous pirate La-
fitte, who had begun life as a Bor
deaux blacksmith, had killed his love
vival in a doel, had become a noted
corsalr, the terror of the Antillean
seas, had bLeen the effective ally of
General Jackson In repulsing the Brit-
Ish at New Orleans and at the time of
the French settlement of old guards-
men In his vieinity was established at
Galveston.

This narrative does not refjuire a do-
talled statement of the affairs of the
400 grenadlers, of the attacks of the
Mexicans on thelr camp, of thelr final
removal to New Orleans.
