CHANCE FOR SMUGGLING.

NEW YORK, Nov. 17.—That the
parcels post in operation between
certain foreign countries and the
United States offers an  excellent
opportunity for smuggling goods
into this country with consequent
loss of customs revenue thereby is
an opinion current among the ous-
toms officials at the port of New
York. In order that the matter may
be thoroughly investigated, Secre-
tary of the Treasury Cortelyou has
appointed a committee which  will
confer with the superintendent of
the division of foreign mails and
the superintendent of railway mail
service, If it is found advisable con-
gress will be asked to pass legisla-
tion protecting the customs gervice
in the matter, At the same fime an
extension of the parcels post system
with other forelgn countries will be
sought.
