Woere the whole of this fre-
mendous amount in bills and eoins of
the denomination of one dollar each,
it would take one man, counting at
the rate of 60 picces a minute, more
than 80,000 hours to finish counting
them, a matter of 10,000 working days
of cight hours cach, or something
more than 30 years altogether, Indeed
if the man who is responsible for the
count had to do it all himself he could
come nowhere near finlabing before
another president was eleeted and his
successor appointed, who in thrn
would have to repeat the whole pro-
cess, The retiring aseistant treasurer
cannot be released from his duties un-
til the count is finished. Fortunately,
however, the money on hand is not
all in one dollar coins and bills, nor
