"When I get a good Idea I always want
to pass It along," said a thrifty house-
wife as sha was watching a young gin
sawing. "Do your buttons aver come
off?".

Ever? They're always, doing it They
are Ironed off, washed off and pulled off
until I despair. I seem to shed buttons
at every step."'.

"Make Use of these-- two hints when
you are' sewing them on and sea if they
make any difference. When you begin
before, laying, the button oa the cloth
put the thread so tha knot will be on the
right side, .That puts it under the but-
ton and keeps It from being Ironed away
and thus beginning the lossenfng pro-
cess. Then, before you begin Sewing,
lay a large , pin across tha buttons so
that all tha threads will go over the pin.
After you have finished filling the holes
with thread, draw out your pin and wind
the thread round and round beneath the
button. Tnat makes a compact stem to
sustain tha possible pulling and wear ot
tha button hole. It Is no exaggeration
to say that my buttons never come oft,
and I'm sura yours won't It you follow
my method of sewing;."

Tha art of poaching eggs In tha shell Is
one that needs nloety and some practice,
but Is not dlffcult to acquire. To Insure
complete success eaoh egg should be
poached in this way separately. Drop a
perfectly fresh, egg gently into boiling
water and allow It to boll exactly three
and one-ha-lf minutes, timing it to tho
second. Have ready a bowl of. Ice water.
Into which tha egg la Instantly dropped
oa leaving the fire and left for an oven
two mlnutea. Take out and gently pick
the point, taking off small bits of the
shell, being careful not to break tha
white; when half the shell ia thus re-
moved, reverse tha egg And take off the
other half, slipping tha egg, then, on a
slioo Of buttered toast. Send to tha table
with a dash of salt and pepper. It should
ba a smalT whlte ball, the yolk showing
faintly through the white. This method
Of poaching eggs ia liked by epicures,
wBo claim that tha water which gets into
tha white when ft, ia poached In the usual
way gives an insipid flavor impossible to
counteract.

Sleeping in a temperate degree Is not
only much more healthful," but It also
keeps one from dreaming.

In
addition to this, they curt themselves Up.
Tha proper position Is on the left side,
with the left arm thrown back back,
mind you, not in front of you. This keeps
the shoulders back and the chest expand-
ed, and it ia easy to train one's self to
this position. After you once get In the
habit, it is almost impossible to go to
steep lying in any other, way. Another
thing, sleeping on the. left side two or
three hours after, eating very materally
aids digestion." , '
