The ka,ffir's .pipe, la a peculiar looking
affair, consisting of a horn, of a bullock
sawn near the thick end, the inside being
filled partly with water. Over the open
end of the horn Is suspended a piece of
wood, cut sometimes rather fantastically
In the shape resembling an ordinary pipe,
minus the stem.. , - t 1

The kafflr, after flUtng and lighting his
generally by a burn-

ing ember places his. hand over the top,
encircles thebowl with his fingers, fills
the vacuum on one side of the bowl, and
putting his mouth to the oither. is thus
able to Inhale. He Is a very strong smok-
er and does not keep. the smoke In his
mouth,-- ; but Inhales, directly from his pipe.
The effect of doing this Is quickly, d,

for after about a minute of hard
smoking the kafflr Is quite drunk.

The next performance ; would rather
turn a delicate' stomach to' watch, for
while the smoke is still In his lungs, the
kaffir takes "V "mouthful" of ' water :and
ejects from, his dainty mouth, down a
reed or a stick, the smoke and water com-
bined In the shape of bubbles.
