"That is the serious question propound-
ed by the National Reclprocity League,
which numbers In its membershlp some
of the best-known and most conserva-
tive men of the country, and which In.

lute, f

The league points to the significant
fact that one grest Industry after an-
other s moving Its plant, or & large
part of it, into the jurlsdiction of some
other flag, on the ground that It is no
longer possible to continue its forelgn
trade under the oconditions that now ob-

BIG PLANTB MOVED.

“The Westinghouse Company of Phila-
delphla has moved much of its plant to
Russia; the Ingersoll S8argent Drill Com-
pany of New York, the Port Huron
Threshing Machine Company of Port
Huron, Mich., the Deering Harvester
Company of Chicago, and the Minne-
apolis Threshing Machine Company of
Minneapolls, Minn,, have transferred or
are about to transfer a substantial
share of thelr productive facilities to
Canada. .

“To this lst rumor Insistently adds
the names of the McCormick Harvesting
Machine Company, the John Deere Plow
Company, the Studebaker Wagon &
Carriage Company, the Republic Bteel
& lron Company and about 30 others of
equal importance.

“Not all the firms joining in this ex-
traordinary exodus are members of the
Reciprocity League. Soms of them
have been members and have grown dis-
cournged in the effort to get the ear of
Congress, and others are not, for rea-
sons similar to those outlfined In a letter
written by the president of the Minne-
apolls Threshing Machine Company to
the secretary of the Reciprooity League:

LAWMAKERS ATTACKED.

‘“This s the document:

" ‘Gentlemen—Replying to your letter
of the. 27th ult., which came to hand
during the writer's absence, we desire
to say: We are not at all interested in
the work of your league; we do not
desire reciprocity. and ere perfectly In-
difterent a8 to whether the duties are
ralsed or lowered on goods eoming Into
thia country. We have {felt It to be
much more to our interest to stand on
our own bottom In this and collateral
questlons, rather than to walt the slow
movement and whimsical fancies of the
low-grade talent we send to Washington
to make lawe for us. It Is high tme
that the business people repudinted the
lawmaking powers as In adjunct to
thelr business, We have recenlly pur-
chased a large plant at Toronto, which
we have started up for the manufacture
of our line of goods to be sold In Can-
ada., It 1a our purpose to greatly en-
large this plant to accommodate our ex-
port trade, as we can export goods from
Canadlan ports on much better terms
thun we cvan from the United Slates
porta, particularly for the Russlan trade.
In the opimlon of the writer, it is only
& questionr of time when other manu-
facturing concerns In our line* will be
compéelled to manufacture thelr goods in
Canada, in order to place themselves on
an equal footing In the general trade. I
do not think that people who remain in
the United States to manufacture wiil
be able to get any rellef from existing
conditions untll such time as we find
ourselves face to face with a large pro-
duct and no sale of It.

ADVOCATES FAIR TRADE.

“'The problem that confronts the
country is very plain,’ sald A. B. Hulit,
the Reciprocity League,
yesterday. "It amounts teo simply this:
Are we golng to lose the Immense ex-
port trade that we have bulit up since
1381 because we nre unwilling to be de-
cent and falr with the countries from
whom we have recelved so much cus-
tom? Take the case of Russla, for ex-
ample, Becretary (age, at the behest
of the Dbeet-sugar people, Imposed o
countervalling duty upon the beet-sugar
exported to this country by Russia, a
practically prohibitive tariff. The value
of this product exported hither in 1851
wad only $TI858. The B8ecretary's ac-
tion was-unjust and unnecessary. The
result was that Russia promptly re-
taliated by  discriminating  heavity
agalnk,  American machinery, We
knock a full-grown Industry in the head
In order to protect another infant. But
the operation Is llkely to prove dlsas-
trous, In 1892 our exports In machin-
ery to Russia were valued at only $185,-
897. Lust year they reached a value of
$2.178,811. Must we go back to the first
figure for the benefit of an unreason-
sble clique?

. BENEFIT IN FRENCH TREATY.

“'Dusiness men in every séction of the
country say that if the tariff treaty
with France, now In the hands of Con-
gress, falls of ratification, the result
will be a wholesale emlgration of our
manufacturing Interests to Canada.
How can the ratification fall? 1s the
Republican party absolutely blind, or
gone mad? Is it possible that anybody
with a penny at stake does not reallzs
the tremenduous preponderance of the
