There
was an extra red bulls-ey- e flag displayed
over the home of the Japanese legation
today in celebration of the birthday of
the Mikado, who was born Nov. 3, 1351.
This evening Mr. Kogoro Takahira. tha
Japanese minister, will further observe
the anniversary by giving an elaborate
dinner, to which have been invited all
of the members of the diplomatic corps
and several representatives of the depart-
ment of state. ,

Mutso Hlto, ruler of Japan, ascended
the throne of the. Mikodos in 1W. He
was the son of Komel Ten no, and was
married to Princess Hafnko. He
has three daughters snd one son, Crown
Prince Kotaishi. Mutso Hlto la the first
ruler of the Japanese to attempt to Intro-dac- e

modern or Western civilization into
the Island. He began his reign by genu-
inely great reforms, conceived In a spirit
of liberality. One of the first results was
the abolition of the feudal system. Which
had so long blocked the progress of the
country. It was he whe established the
present constitutional government, and
under his sway the people have attained
unprecedented progress and enlighten-
ment. "

In the event It is heeded
and becomes a law, will have the greatest
effect In the Northwest, Is mad In. the
annual report of Commissioner General
Blnger Hermann, of the United States
land office,' mad publlo today. Commis-
sioner Hermann-advocat- es the repeal of
existing law governing the timber on
reserve lands and the enactment of new
laws which will permit settlers and
miners to secure timber sufficient for
their Immediate needs, yet at the sams
time will protect u reserve forests from
being tut down by sharps and speculator

lumbermen. .. - -or-- :

He also recommends an increased num-
ber of wardens and agents for the pro-

tection of timber lands and the forests.
He considers the present force inade-
quate to the needs of the situation and
there is much timber being cut each
year without Its being authorized.

Another bill Is advocated by Hermann
In his report for the setting aslde.of Na-

tional Park tracts wherever the seenlo
beauty, mineral spring, natural wonders
or other attractions --warrant-ife The
power to do this should be placed with
the president, he says.

During the year for which the report
Is made 6,250,000 acYes of land was dis
posed of by the government, this being
1.000,000 acres more than- - tor the year
before. -
