Dwells Upon His Simple Home

Manners.

Gen. John C. Black, In his address at
the dedication of the monument erected
over the grave of Abraham Lincoln's
mother, speaking of the pioneer women
of this Western eountry, Eald:

"And those mothers have been blessed.
The aimple garments that they wove and
fashioned have clothed the conquering
race of the ages. Sons nnd daughters
nurtured at their bosoms are In the fore-
most tiles of time; and it may well be
that when tortunes change, as .they. will,
and prosperity depans'from many, as Is
sure, they, the children who then shall
suffer, can, by it reverent io
the simplicity, "he Industry and the do-
mestic virtues of the mothers, regain the

.11, appe..l to these undoubted facts as
sufficient answer to Gen. Black's in- -

lletment. But they are no answer at all.
If we are honest with ourselves we

must acknowledge that this country is .

nil of "tawdry magnificence," and that
there is here the sort of opulence or
whitib the oraior spoke. Almost no trav
eler from a foreign land comes here who
does not express astonishment at our
luxury. It Is. at least In certain sections
of the country, the most obvious feature
of our civilization. Gorgeous apparei,
homes that are palaces, feasts that aro
frequently marked by such splendor as
ilmost to stagger the imagination, su
perb equipages, and a, riotousness in en-

tertainments and amusements that we
have to go back centuries to find a prece
dent for-f-or witih. all these things we an
painfully familiar. They have befprae s
much ii matter of course as no longer t -

excite much Vmment. Magnificence thert
mrclv Is. and much of it Is tawdry, be
cause It is extravagant and overdone ano
merely lor show.
