Whashington's senatorial fight is ms-
suming @ proportion that is §itrenuous if
not perplexing, Joe 8mith, a traveling
correspondent for the Beattle Dally
Timed, who is well versed In his state’s
political mix-up, and who I3 out in the
interest of Harold Preston's candidacy,
when interviewed at the Hotel Portland
last might sajd:

“The senatorial fight In Whashington
now hinges upon the power of the rall-
road lobby to control the State Logis-
lature, For this reason it seoms Inevit-
gble thut the election of a Senntor will
be combined with the issue o1 legisiative
rullroud legislation. If the rallroads can
rontrol the Legisinture, then the com-
mission bill wil] be defeated, and, Levl
Ankeny of Walla Walla will be elected
Benntor. If they are unable to control
then the commission bill wil pass, and
Harold Preston will be elegted to the
Benate.

“It now seems extremely probabie. 'o
fact almowt certain, that tha com-
bination botween Preston and the com-
mizslon forces will be made, and that it
will be succesaful in both Issues. The
advocates of the commission have a clear
majority In the lower house, but in the
Henate the commilssion bia cannot pass
unless it receives the voles of three or
four of the seven HRepublican Benators
from Kling County. All of these seven
men are very earnest Preston meén and

mission in order to secure fhe election

s Mr. Preste The commjssion ad- |
cocates outsldt of King County, on the
sther hand, are largely favorable to

Preston, and most of those who would
not otherwise vote for him would do so
In order to secure the passage of the
commis=ion bill. The existence of thesa
conditions s the Wundation for the ox-
pectation that the two ngnts wiil be com-
hined and both be successful.
THE COMBINATION OF IT.

“On a combination of the commlission
fight with the Preston mght, the support-
ers of Preston and the commlission are
able to show from 60 to 6§ votes for
Preston In the Republican coucus, 23 op
24 votes for the commission bLill In the
Sennte, und & gafe mafority In the House
Fifty-nine votes I8 a mnjority of the
Republican joint caucys and 23 a major-
ity of the S8enate. This counts the votes
of the Democratic members fuvorable to
the eommisslon, us voting on that Issue,
but as-voting for a Démocratie candl-
date for Senntor.

*“The feature of the fight at the present
time I the strenucus activity of the
rallpoadd lobby, both in apposition to the
commisgion and In favor of Mr., Ankeny.
