An; new article by Algernon Bwin-
burne is regarded as a literary event of
some Importance. His recent paper In
tha London Quarterly Review on Charles
Mekens (see the Literary Digest. Aug-
ust 16) was quoled and discussed
throughout the Fnglish speaking world,
and his new study of "King lear' il-
lustrated by Edwin A. Abbey, R, A., oc-
cupies the place of honor in the Christ-
mas issue of Harper's Magazine.

$150,000,000 to $60.000,000. In other words,
Instead of being ‘on velvet' pur treasury
would have been-on the verge of actual
Insolvency. We have averted that calam-
ity, by treating as a substantinl asset an
Hehi 8 ‘Gver half-w bilfon dollars which
is really nearly two thirds eredlt,

“Fortunately we are rich enough’ to be
able to perform that feat and ‘get away
with the goods' But we should have
practically no more difficully In doing it
If the price of sllver should drop to nothe
ing, so that a sliver dollar would bhe
frankiy a flat coln, owing no more to the
vilue of the materlal In it than does &
brass baggage check.”
