“In the first place, it largely dis-
qualifies the student for Intellectual
work. The playvers go out to practice
at 3 o'clock in the afterncon. and for
three solld hours battle against one an-
ather. What is the result? “Why, they
return to their study room weary,
fatigued, even exhausted.  There i8 no
reserve vitality., the mind refuses to act,
and the student throws dows his book
with a vain attempt to study, and rolls
i:-:zpb“ﬁ Thlla ntny be all right to de-
y physical strength, P
g “loxrt iy ength, but don't call

EXERCISE TOO VIGOROUS,

“What the student needs Is exercise
just vigorous enough to keep him in
healthy trim. It is not ne¢essary that
he have such brute strength as is de-
veloped by football. Tandball, tennis,
basketball and games of a similar nature
wre far beiter. Two years ago I urged
the students of Macalester to spend
thelr money in fitting up the gymnasium
for such light exercise, and the results
were excellent. Football “was counted
out, and we had the best fall term in the
history.of the Institution.

ate conflet has proved so Intensely fas-
cinating. .

“Why, then, doés the American college
retain this practice’ There are two
main reasons. First. there are some
japparent aflvantages that supporters of
the game contingally dwell upon. It
does develop physieal strength, dexterity
in the use of one's body and mental
alertness. A good football player must
know how to plan ap attuck and arrange
a defense. He learn to act qulickly
snd precisely. ond. the game in 8o
fascinating and such a hold upon
the students that authorities are ab-
solutely afrald of loss of patronage
should 1t be prohibited. This is the maln
reanon.

“1 would suggest that a form of foot-
ball simllar to “assoclation game”
be naulstituted. is sport is nelther
violent nor dangerous and provides
ample exercime. Agility of body, ac-
curacy of vislon snd mental precision
come Into play here as they do In fool-
ball, Whele orowds may partioipate und
be benefited, whereas In the case of
footbnll only a few physically endowed
athletes can hopé to ‘make the team.' '

DR. BRIDOGMAN APPROVES.

“Admitting that there are some objec-
tionable features oonnected with foot-
baull, 1 still approve of the gamve as
played by the Intercollegiute league of
which our team 8 & member, and we
expect to retain it a8 a part of our col-
lege athletics,” sald Presldent Geourge H.
Lridgman of Hamline University.

“I am moat emphatically opposed to
betting and professionnllsm, which are
often assoclatpd with physical contests.
These features, however, I think. have
been generally absent from the Intercol-
leginte game. The glayers, as our boys
have met them, have proved themselves
gentlemen, and hawe seldom. If ever, re-
sorted to slugging.

A FEW POINTERS
ABOUT SKATING

An Expert’s Instructions fo Be-
ginners on Ice.

An expert has given some pointéers on
speed ghating that may be useful to boys
and girls who expect to_train for this
Winter's races. They oare Intended for
skaters who have learned the first prin-
ciples of the sport and want to become
fast distance racgrs or sprinters. In both
kinds of races the skates with the long
blades are preferred.

In starting the skater
position of the runner, crouching with
the right foot about 15 inches be-
hind the left and digging the point of
the right skate Into the ice to give &
good hold for a push-off, or placing the
right skate at right anglea to the course,
At the word a strong push should be
glven, and the long, stralght strokes of
the racer should begin at once. It 1a'l
wrong to begin with a series of short
strokes to work up speed

STRAIGHT BTROKE I8 BEST.

The boy wiHo wanta to abandon the
“get there' style that "just comes nat-
ural and acqguire the form of a fin-
ished racer will cultivate the straight
stroke, with just enough curve at the
finlsh to give the skste o good hold on
the lee .for the next stroke. It takes
practice and pklll to maoke a backward
thrust with the leg, and, at the same
time, to place the other leg In position
and receive the weight of the body on
It, keeping u steady balance In spite of
the |mpetus given by the push. In sprint-
ing. the skater throws his arms to the
right when making =& stroke with the
left foot, and to the left when he changes
to the left foot. This is to help keep the
balance. The distance racer clasps his
hands behind his back.

The ability to skate to the “outside
edge” |8 the mark of a good skater, and
is a great help in racing, as well as be-
ing Indispensable in fancy skating. The
