Sensational Developments in the
Investigation Conducted by

the Attorney General.

.

CHltfAaO, Dec tl. The investiga-
tion by Attorney General Hamlin into
the causes of Chicago coal shortage
was resumea this morfejfg. The rail-
roads entered a general denial of the
charge that they are in a combine to
corner the city's coal supply and to take
advantage of the subsequent distresst extort higher prices. Several of the
railroad officials who took the stand
claimed that ooa) is being delivered In
unusually large quantities.

It was therefore a disagreeable sur
prise to the railroads when it was
proved by' the testimony of a number
of prominent coal dealers that ship-
ments have been withheld persistently
by the roads, and In many Instances
for as long a time as six weeks.

Figures were offered to demonstrate
that two roads alone have coal enough
on hand In their yards to supply the
city's needs for the entire winter Bea-so- rt

It Is common report that the roads
are doing their utmost to conceal their
stocks of coal, and they are said to
have had their employes working fran-
tically all of last night, moving cars et
coal by whole train loads out to their
country side tracks. This morning there
are only 800 cars of coal in the city's
yards, although it is known positively
that the Wabash alone bad nearly 1,000
Cars yesterday. Attorney General Ham-
lin haf detailed .detectives to- - verifs-Ah- e

reports that coal was taken from the
city last night.

reeling against the railroads
Is very-stron- and the belief is very
general that the charges of a combine
are true.

The testimony this afternoon developed
the fact that the railroads and the et;;il
dealer have been In a combination. The
roads have been permitting the dealers to
use the railway yards and side tracks
for the storage of oars containing coal,
and only a small demurrage has been
cWarged. The Illinois Central, alone has
L(f30 cars tn fts suburban yards. Tlio
railway officials promised the Board of
Aldermen this afternoon that they would
order all coal cars emptied immediately.
This will create an overstock and the
dealers will thus be compelled to Jower
their prices. The average dally consump
tion of the city is 1.000 tons.

NARROW ESCAPE

The first thing that J. L. Green, a lamp
trimmer employed by t)he Portland Gen-

eral Electric Company, knew yesterday
morning after trying to clean a lamp at'
the corner of Grand avenue and Kant
Davis street, was two women throwing
water over his face.

"How does It feel to get a shock?" said
one of the women.

"Get hold of that wire and you can
feel for yourself," said Green.

Green Is an old employe of the com-
pany and was making his usual rounds
jesterday when he tried to clean the
Grand-avenu- e lamp. He had Just taken
liOld when he received about 2.0U0 volts
of electricity throujrh his body and was
Instantly knocked down.

The electric company's office was tele-
phoned to and several men were sent
to the scene at once. One of the men. in
trying to locate the trouble, came across
two crossed wires, and he, too, received
a full charge of the lighting power. He
was unhurt, however. Green was sent
over to the general offices to recover.

The residence sections especially are left
without police protection, and a large
portion of the crimes committed are
committed in outlying districts.

There are only two patrolmen sta-
tioned on the East Side, us The Journal
has previously stated, but there is con-
siderable crime commuted over there.
It will be remembered that recently T.
C. Nash was sandbagged and beaten Into
Insensibility oa his way home one night,
and other cases of robbery and hold-up- s

have been reported from that section o
the city. The two men are absolutely
unable to cover the ground.

TEN MORF. MEN.
The mayor stated this morning that h

favored having a force of patrolmen
large enough to cover the entire city.
"The ctty is growing rapidly." said he,
"and is spreading over a vast area of
territory. We ought therefore to have
sufficient policemen to cover the resi-
dence sections and keep down crime.

"I Intend," continued the mayor, "to
Increase the police force Just as rapidly
as the funds of the city will allow. I
shall add a least ten patrolmen shortly."

CASTRO ACCEPTS

ALLIES' TERMS

Authorizes Minister Bowen to So

Inform the Powers.

WASHINGTON, D. C. Dec. SI. Min-
ister Bowen cabled the State Depart-
ment this morning that President Castro
had authorized him to eay that Vene-
zuela would meet all the Just demands
of the foreign powers. This "is inter-
preted as meaning that President Castro
will comply with all the conditions laid
down by the powers as preliminary to a
reference of their claim to the Hague
U41UJl, .

The foreign ambassadors at Washing-
ton were immediately notified of the
contents of Minister Rowen's dispatch.
