These volun-
teer men, say Mr. Beals, perform an Ins
valunble service to the Weather Bureau,
notwitastanding the fact that they re-
celve po remuneration. There are 50
of them in the stute, and they keep a
parfect and full redord of the rainfall
and temperature of their respective sec-
tions for ewvery day in the year. In
spedking of the assistance rendersd him
by this corps of willing workers, Mr.
Beals says:

INFORMATION VALUABLE,

“T vVery often recelve letters from
Eastern peopie Inquiring about the ruln-
full and temperature in certuln counties
of the state and I would be unable to
supply them with the information were
it not for the records kept by these vol-
unteer men. They are provided with
first-clags instruments and their figures
are absolutely cérrect.

“At the towns 1 visited I noticed that
the business- men are not complaining
so much as they were a year or two
ago. The farmers received good prices
for their crops and produce, and every-
one in the towns Is feeling the effects
of thelr proaperity.”
