The resigmation reads as follows: .

“To the Uregon State Dalry and “Faod
Commigsioner: I herewith tender my
resignation as deputy, for reasons not
altogether unknown 1o you, Same to
take effect immedlately.”

When seen thig morning by The Jour-
nal, regurding the reslgnation of Cutlip
and the regson gitven for the same, Mr
Bailey sald:

This
and other similar cases, It I8 under-
stood. disgusted Cutlip, and his resigna-
tion folluowed -

Fregquently
they are unuble to do mo, ang the cus-
tomer goesx some place else, where he
can gel a unlon employe to walt upon
him. Many wiyes and daughters of
andon men are alse mrgety wdepting
this polivy, wnd many (Ilmes refuse pa
weept  gowds, even when they ake
wirupped up, If a unlon card 8 not
fortheoming from the clerk. All pur-
les concerned, therefore, are not only
paced In an embarrassing position, but
much valuable time Is lost by the pur-
rhiasers, who are compelied to go elwe-
where,

Will Unionise.

The members of the committeg from
the Federated Trades Councll are confi-
dent that their work will prove success-
ful. Hy having the héagds of each de-
patrtment of the meveral storea taking
the mutter up with ull the clerks they
state that It will not be long until all
«re members of the unlon. They belleve
that the move will extend much further,
and eventunlly every emplove about the
g establishments, In whatever capacl-
ty he s engnged, will become [dentified
with the unions.

Attempts are frequently made by the
non-univn clerks to evade the card aya-
tern which has been introduced. They
horrow a unlon card from a fellow-em-
plove, but this practice I8 no longer
tolerated by the majority of custom-
vri who keep o close watchout for all
such deceptlon.
