During the past few days the high
water has been playing havoc with the
docks. Yesterday the upper floor of
the Columbila River Paper Company's
dock at Lo Camas fell and a big quan-
tity of sulphur and paper, with which
it was welghted down, is now lying In
the river., It Is belleved that the most
of the sulphur can be saved, as It can
be dried and made good as new at lttle
expense. In this respect it differs very
materially from the cemént which Is
now lying in the river at the Alaska
dock. It is a total loss. The water-
sonked paper at La Camas can also be
saved to a great extend, it is stated, by
converting it into raw product and giv-
ing It another treatment at the mill. The
full damage to the dock Is not yet
known.

No steps have yet been taken to move
the cement which Is lying In the water
&t the Alaska dock, and will probably
not be until the water recedes consid-
erably.
