‘The Pittsburg Magnate Who

Club Tells How He Secured
Fred Clarke. '

Paid Only $200 for the Great
Player and Considers It the
Best Bargain He Has Ever
Made.

If Barney Dreyfuss had not missed a
ttain perhaps Plttaburg would never
had Fred Clarke. Barpey now considers
it fatky “to miss2eains, and would prob-
ably be willing to miss one train every
day If he could pick up & gem in the
rough as he did Fred Clarke In the
Bouth.

"Yes, It was very funny how I Nrst
wot a sight of Clarke years ago,” sald
he. "It is funnler, too, how I came to
take a liking to him, for his team's
showing on the day 1 saw him was not
epough to make me warm up. His team
wns walloped by a score of something
like 22 to 0,

“It was In the summer of 1884 that
I was coming through the Bouth, and
got held up In Memphis, Tenn., through
missing my connections. Of course, my
first shoot was for the base ball
grounds, where Bavannah was booked to
meet Memphis. 1 always liked to look
over the young fellows and keep the
best of them in view for an emergency.
I knew the managers of both teams, but,
when the boys got working 1 did not feel
favorably Imprea with any of them
“Tub” Waelch was to do the calching
for Bavannah, but at the last moment
he sent word that he was sick and
could not come to put on a uniform.
This left Manager McCloskey In a nice
hole, for he had not another catcher on
the team.

“Finally Mac called on & young fel-
low who had been chasing punk hits In

left field. The Jad, who seemed under-
slzed for a ball player, wore a flerce
mustache. It was Fred Clarke. After

a brief talk he agred to go behind the
bat and catch the gama. [ learned be-
fore the game went very far that it was
the very first time the boy had ever
worked as a catcher, and this made me
look at him carefully. It was nothing
but n slaughter of the innocents.

“The Bavannah team was to the bad
the moment they stepped on the dia-
mond, and the score rolled up was fear-
ful. The willing young catcher, how-
ever, did creditable work behind the bat,
and when at bat he made some nice
hite. He seemed to conduct himself llke
n ball player—a little green, perhaps,
yet, hut he logked like If he might learn
the game.

“When I returned to Louisville we were
not doing good work with our tearm, and
T lookud them over carefully for a place
to break in. I was always for improve-
ment in base ball and did not believe In
keeping a tight clutch on the old fellows.
Billy Barnie, then our manager, was for
sticking ever to the old-timers. Hea
seemed to labor under the impression
that basehall knowledge was tied up in
a few hands and that the young fellows
must walt until the old fellows died
before they attempted to break into the

game,
The Loulsville team was then com-
posed of Rill Brown, Fred Pleffer,
Danny Richardson, Jerry Denny, Tom
Brown, TLarry Twitchell and Pete
Browning. Now, there was a heavy
team, They surely had the age and ex-

perience, but I didn't carg. for this If
they could not win a few games, They
did not seem to do much, go I Insisted
on & changé. Barnle was agalnst chang-
ing the team, but finally T made up my
mind that T wanted to Instill a little new
blood in the Colonels' make up and I
wired to Bavannah for the young fielder
who caught the game ] saw. I asked the
price and was told that $200 would be
about all., I sent the money and asked
that Clarke be sent hare at once.

“The day Clarke arrived I had some
troubles. The boys had heard he was
coming and, to tell the truth, they did
not like it, and were ready for rdvolt. I
gave orders that Clarke was to be plaved
in left field In place of Twichell that
day, but when the lad came to dress he
found ther was not a uniform In the
club-house that would it him. The best

he could do wag to put on  one of
Twichell’s uniforms, and he did so with
a grin.

“When he came on the fleld he surely
made a hit. He had to roll the pants
up ahout a foot, and also had to take
in a yard or so/of the blouss, but the boy
was determined to play, if it cost him
his life, for he seemed to think that the
cards had been stacked againsat him.
Until they move Loulsville acrors the
river that game will never be forgotten
by the penple of Loulsville.
“Philadelphia was the attraction that
day, and up until that time Weyhing had
been our “Jonah.'” Clarke was placed
pretty well up in the batting Iist, and as
he ambled his way to the plate Wevhing
almont took a Ait. Imagine Tommy Leach
coming to the bat wrapped up In Wag-
ner's uniform and you will have a good
idea of what Clarke looked llke that
day. The only thing formidable looking
about him was his mustache

"“Weyhing guyed the voungster and
made all kinds of fun of him, and the
crowd In the grand stand began to call
Clarke ‘Pants,” and shouted queations up
to me to where I had plcked up this
foundliug. I sald nothing, but wa'ted
for Weyhiug to piteh the ball. Clarke
naver wualted. He saw the lirst one was
gond and he took a shot at it. T shan't
forget that hit.

“It tore over Weyvhing’'s head and went
ke 2 bullet for a single. "Pants’ stole sec-
ond, and from that, moment the Louls-
ville fans took him to their hearts. But
Pants' was not through with that day’s
work yet. He made four hite that day,
one of them a sharp hit' to short, which
he beat out by a step. The fact that
Twitchell's pantg came down to his
ankles dld not feage him In the least bit,
He won the game for Loulaville—the
first game wo had won from Weyvhing
that season—and his batting and field-
ing put,some life in the team that had
been dead. i

‘Down in Louisville they refer to
Fred Clarke yet as ‘Pants’ because of
his Arst appearance in Larry Twlitchell's
togs. I have made some lucky Invast-
ments In my time, but 1 econsider that
$200 that I spent for Fred Clarke about
my hest."”

Unionism Disoussed.

e Editor of The Journal—I see
‘ent date of your paper that
n parties are endeavoring to sup-
Is Coawst with non-union men, The
in question do not seem to know
that this Coast is already overrun with
that c¢lass of men. Non-union men are
today getting from 26 to 60 cents less
per day than union men, and are gom-
pelled to work from one to two hours
longer than union men work. Non-un-
lon men have no support, no proteotion,
whereas union men are fortified and if
they will stand firm their unons ¢an
never be dlarupted, and in the near fu-
ture we will all be organized under
one general head and then there Will be
no non-union men,

The parties above referred to seem to
take delight In attacking the weaker
unijons. They weem to think if they can
only do away with the streetcar men's
unfon and the sawmill men, ete, that
they will have gained a great victory.
Bo far as ‘the sawmill men are con-
cerned they have never been very well
organiged on this Coast, and I think a
supply of new men from the East would
tend to strengthen their union, as all
organized labor has been forced by
oppreasion to organize for protection.

Why do the gentlemen who desirs
the wholesale slaughter of union men
not tackle the Brotherhood of Rallway
Trainmenor the Enginesrs’ and Filremen's
Unfons? Why pounce upon some wenk
body of men who for the purpose of
protecting themselvce= ~=4 famlilles have

organised? Let any one who desires to
know the conditien of non-union men
In Portland wvislt the World's Falr

grounds and question the laborers thera
a¥ to the amount of wages they receive,
and the number of hours they work.
They are not getting as mych by 25 to
60 cents for 10 hours’ work as union
men receive for elght hours' work. 1'n-
jonism is a good kind of ism, but non-
unionism I8 no fsm at all. “In union
thera is strength.'” and when all of the
different unlons consolidate, as they un-
dodbtedly will, therse will be no
non-unlon men to be used as tools to
disrupt the pleasure and happiness of
their fellow workers. But it will take
more oppression: to bring them rightly
to sea the situation In its true llght,
The gentlamen in question do not seem
to be aware of the fact that there are
mo union men on the Bastern Coast
lhn? there are here. Nor do they meem
edit them with a great amount of

to
hogor, when they think they can use
thegn to displace men who have organ-
Ized;for the sole purpose of doing away
witﬂv the lash snd to keep the wolf from

thefr doors, 1 belleve the men on the
Edastern Coast are too honorahle to al-
low themselves to be handled in any
such manner—they have fought in the
battle for freedom—that preclous jewel,
and they are willing to glve to others
all of the rights that they claim for
themsvlves.

I am awara of the fact that In some
Instancea the unions have become some-
what disrupted, but that |8 Dbecause
all unions are mot consolidated, and we
must be careful, for capital I8 hunting
our weak places, and always ready to
take mndvantage of them, When we
quarrel among ourselves capital aits
upon her thrane and smilen. Bhe knowa
that wealth In a short time, wilh one
Httle brush of her hand, can swedp us
from the face of the earth.
