(Journal Special Serviced
London, Oct. 6. The cabinet crisis,

that has existed here for three weeks,
ended last evening, when Mr. Balfour
named the following as his advisory
board;

Mr. Brodrlck. of war,
succeeds Lord George Hamilton as sec-
retary for India.

Austen Chamberlain, postmaster-genera- l,

succeeds Mr. Ritchie, as chancellor
of the exchequer.

Alfred Lyttleton. recorder of Oxford,
succeeds Joseph Chamberlain as secre-
tary for the colonies.

H. O. Arnold Forster. secretary to the
admiralty, succeeds Mr. Brodrlck as
secretary of war.

Graham Murray, lord advocate o
Scotland, succeeds Lord Balfour of Bur
leigh as socretary for Scotland.

Lord Stanley, financial secretary o
the war department, succeeds Austen
Chamberlain as postmaster-genera- l.

This new ministry affords a measure
of the enormous difficulty he has had to
contend with In the task of reconstruc
tlon. and Its composition seems to indl
cate that the premier himself can havo
little belief of its durability. The most
sanguine supporters of the government
express the smallest hopes of sucn an
administration living many months, and
the prevalent idea Is that there will be
a general election before parliament
reassembles.

The Duke of Devonshire, leader of the
conservative party In the house of lords,
complicated matters by resigning yes
terdav. This was a heavy blow. Had.
he remained the government might pos
sibly have survived another parllamen
tary session by avoiding legislation deal
ing with the fiscal problem, out witn mm
goes the support of the strong party
of liberal unionists In the country. .

One consequence of the Duke of Dev
onshlre's retirement is extremely unfor
tunate for the government. It will bring
the 4earh of h hotfoo of lords to
the unpopular Lord Lansdowne. No suc-
cessor haa yet been appointed to the
Duke of Devonshire, and several minor
government offices still remain vacant

Of the few appointments announcea
the most surprising is that tf Alfred
Lyttleton as secretary for the colonies.
Mr. Lyttleton Is a man of acknowledged
ability and a go6d speaker, but he has
had no ministerial experience whatever.
He Is better known to the colonies as a
cricketer than a politician. He and his
seven brothers were famous cricketers

Eton, while Alfred and his brother
Edward displayed even, greater prowess

football, racquets, etc. Alfred Lyttle-
ton waa always an enthusiastic cricketer,
and has taken several teams on colonial
tours. He was alone for 15 years the
champion tennis player, and has won In-

Vou know very well you can-
not elect him." "Why, d it, General,
