The linndling of the refuse
which will pour down from the stratum
of loogs earth and rock nbove the quarry
will be a very serfous problem and will
add Immensely to the difficulty and ex-
penge of getting out the rock for the
jotty. From present indications I should
say that 1t will be two months before
the quarry can be working at its fullest
capacity. and even then the handling
nf the refuse will greatly hinder the
work.

"I It not llkely to ecrack and scale?’
“I think not any more than any other
basaltic rock. I do not think it will be
particularly affected by the actlon of the
waves. Besides, I look for an Improve-
ment In the guality of the Bugby rock
as the dquarry grows desper. As yet we
have had only 1,334 tons from Bugby,
and It has come from the surface of the
quarry. I think a better gquality will be
found as the development proceeds.'

Mr. Hegardt admitted that not enough
rock had yet been recelved from Bugby
to give a conclusive test elther of the
Blze or character of the rock. It Is rea-
sonable to suppose, therefore, that his
opinion may be changed as the rock de«
liveries progress. |

In Aissussing tha probabla amount of
dellveriea during October and Novem-
ber, Mr. Hegardt sald:

“The Northwest Constructlon company

expects to ship 2,000 tons a day this
month. With 25 working days, that
would glve 0,000 tons In October. Al-

lowing for storms and delaya, It Ig safe
to figure on recelving 40,000 tons thils
month and an equal amount in Novem-
ber. 8o the company can easly finish {8
first contract before December. The
work will have to be suspended In De-
cember or January for several months
on neenunt of the storms, which render
work on the jetty dangerous. But that
time can be utllised by the contractors
in developing the Bugby quarry and get-
ting ready for the work in the spring.”

Mr. Hegardt's conclusions as to the
deliveries to be expected In October and
November were based upon the prom-
Ises af the contractors, and not upon any
recent examination of the quarry,

Bome striking llustrations of the ter
rific force of the waves which dash with
unchecked fury upon the jletty were re-
lated by Me. Hegardt. The track above
the old jetty in ltsalf a sllent witness to
the violence of these storms, for In places
It 18 as sinuous as a snake, the plling
having been bent and twlisted by the
waves, notwithstanding the heavy bal-
lasting of rock.
