UNCLE SAM'S PART
IN THE FAR EAST

(Journal EBpecial Service.)
Washington, Oet, 21.—In spite of re-
peated assurances from the various de-
partments of the government that In
no manner now foreseen can the United
Btates become involved in the threatened
whr between Russia and Japan over
Manchuria and Korea, it Is a pi;n!ﬂ(‘lnt
fact that the millitary Information bu-
reaus of both the army and navy were
never more active than at the present
time. It is admitted, by Secretary
Moody at least, that the government
is fully Informed of the situation and
that the Aslatic squadron although it
gafled this week for o more favorable
winter erulse In the Bouth, s still
watching developments in and around
Port Arthur nnd Korean waters. Army
officers are no less observant and even
the state department [s dally adding to
its fund of knowledge.

: Conmoil of War.

8o far as can be ascertained here the
