It Is probable that the members of
the sailor boardlnghouse commission
will soon tender their resignations on
account of the supreme court sustaining
tne decision of the lower court in the
case of Harry White and William Smith,
against S. M. Mears, Herbert Holman
and Edward i Wright. The defendants
constitute the sailor boardlnghouse com
mission, and they refused to, grant a
license; to White and Smith upon
the ground that the sailor boarding- -
house matter could be. regulated more
readily with but one house than two
or more.

"I do Justwhat
course I will pursue yet," said Mr, Hol
man, one of the members, this morn-
ing. "I intend to consult tha other
members of the board this evening, and
we wlUMikely arrive at some decision
as to whether we will resign or not
As for my part I fall to see whera there
is any necessity for a commission, if it
is not allowed to regulate the business
as the - legislature evidently , intended
should be done." .

MRS. BOWERS THE

HUSBAND KILLER

t (Journal Special Service.) .

San Francisco, Jan. 1J. Thera wer
some uneasy moments for Mrs. Martha
E. Bowers in Judge Cook's court today,
At the opening of tha case this morning
all witnesses were excluded from tha
courtroom except doctors and the hand'
writing experts. Dr. J. P. Dillon tes
tified that he attended Mr. Bowera at
his home about June 9, and found him
suffering from indigestion. He said
he prescribed a tonlo composed of iron
and strychnine. Mr. Bowers told the
doctor he had eaten something that had
made mm sick. The doctor said he had
known Bowera for many years, and a
few months before his death Bowers
had complained of much coughing and
naa em it tea a good deal ot blood. Dr.
Dillon told him he would have to be
careful'or he would turn into ft con
sumptlve patient. Dr. Dillon always
found Mrs. Bowers affectionate and at
tentive to her huaband.

At time he said he waa called In ha
found no symptoms of arsenical poison.
though the condition in which the man's
kidneys, liver and intestines were found
might have been produced by arsenical
poisoning.

Dr. John Lagan and Dr. J. I Mc
Laughlin were examined. - McLaughlin
testified he. had attended Bowers fog ft
few days, prescribing various medicines.
Ha was shown a prescription written
on one of his blanks calling for an ounce
of arsenic. He declared he bad never
written the prescription and that the
name McLaughlin signed to it was a
