May Be a Bolt.

It looks as
though Chairman Maxwell of the atate
centrnl committee will not be nllowed
to organize his committes, which Is
called to meet here tonight. The a4}
vision In the ranks of the party arose
from the action of the state convention
last spring to elect delegates to the na-
tional convention,

The convention Instructed its dele-
