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Ordare Falling Off.

The employe of the packing firm also
declared that in the past wesk the
ordera for canned goods and sausages,
products of the blg packing-houses, had
fallen off more than 60 per ceal Iln this
section. The sale of other meats, subh
a8 hams and bacon, did not seem to be
affected. Omne firm, he declared, which
had promised an order of 160 cases or
canned meats for the past week had
cancaeled the order on meccount of the
falllng off In the demand for the food.
A sampls plecoe of literaturs sant out
by the trust to be distributed its em-
ployes is a facsimile of a clipping from |
the Chioago Tribune, dated May 13. The
text follows:

“ - nover sAw anything llke the
frenzy displayed over this question,’ he
sald. Men who never saw the Interior
of a packing-house are learnadly discus-
sing the neceasity of giving the inspec-
tord the wsight to destroy all tha meat
they condemn. They do destroy it now.
They always have done' so, at lsast
gince I cams here 10 ysars ago.

“Just as s00n as the “tagger” puts
the “sugpicious™ tax upon a carcass it ls
hauled off to the government's room
and. locked in there. No one has the
key to that room except the government.
By and by ths Inspecior, who s a

trained vetsrinary, comes around and |

examines the meat. If his Judgment
corroborates the verdiet of the "tagger”
then the animal Is dumped forthwith
into the “tank™ and converted Into fertl-
lizer. The packer gets nothing from
that animal eaxcept the hide, hoofs,
horns and the fertilining material,

“‘For any one to assert condemned
meat escapes Into the local market or
into any other market Is the wverlest
nonsgensa.' "
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
